ures show that the best sugar output of 
the United States for the campaign be­
ginning In the- fall of 1913 , was. the 
largest on record. It amounted to 789,- 
401 short tone, which was 40,846 lii ex­
cess of the large yield of 1918. There 
were 71 factories in operation In 1913-14, 
or two less than during the preceding 
campaign, while the average length of 
the campaign was 85 days In 1912-14, 
practically the Seme as In 191Î-1I»

were grown upon 680,006 acres. The 
average value of the bept* per ton was 
$5.34, and the total aihottilt 'received by 
farmer* for this product amounted to 
$S0,23*J)00.
