There was a miniature Donnyhrook
at Port Dalhousie wharf last night,
when the gardeners’ excursion and the
Wednesday afternoon holiday ~ folks
were. coming home from St. Catharines.
The crowd was large, and the Garden
City boat looked small in comparison.
The people surged upon it at 7 o’clock,
and someone shouted that the boat
would sink if any more tried to get on.
This scare caused a panic. People on

{the boat wanted to get off, while those

on the wharf were crushing to gét on.
Those desirous of disembarking de-
manded the return of their tickets, so
that they might take the extra boat,
which the officials of the compa pro-
mised.
