rail Smelter Will Have a Capacity

of 500 Tons Per Day.

‘Indieations are That a Large Amount of
Werk Wil be Done in and Arvound
Ressland This Year—Sir James Grant
of Ottawa Gets an Option on the Ex-
change Group in the Slocan—Mining in
the Yukon District.

It looks as though the building of
smeltérs was to be the order of the day
in the Kootenay. A Spokane cor-
respondent of Messrs. Wyatt & Co.
writea: ’

Ever since my arrival in Spokane
1 have devoted considerable of my time
to careful inquiry as to prospective
guture of the Rossland camp; and I
have ascertained several facts that
may possibly be of interest to you, The
first of these is that additional smelting

facilities are an assured fact. The
“War Kagle” people have contracted
for a large amount of material and
all the machinery and preparatory

. work has been done for the smelter at
Red

Northport on the lne of the
Mountain on the Spokane Falls and
Xorthern Railroads, and only 12/ miles
distant from the City of Rossland.
-Northport ig situated on the Columbia
‘River and the new site is admirably
Jocated for work of that character.
They have already arranged to treat
ore at a price of $7 per ton, instead
of $11.50 to $12, the price now charged
Ly the smelters compelled to undergo
ghe long railroad haul, This smelter
will at the beginning have a capacity
of 500 tons per day and will form an
admirable outlet for the large bodies
of low grade ore that are found in that
camp, and it will certainly create a
demand for mining properties of that
tharacter and stimulate and increase
the price of the properties of any kind.
Mr. Heinze, of the Trail smelter, has
geclared his intention not only to in-
crease his present capacity, which is
500 tons per day, but also to meet the
price made by the new concern. Then
there is a definite arrangement on foot
for the building of a smelter on the
“Maid of Erin” ground and, while the
company has not perfected its organi-
zation, enough has been done to war-
‘rant the belief that this new concern
will be a certainty before June 1. Then,
of course, the energetic steps taken by
the province, looking towards the
building of a new railroad through the
“Crow’s Nest Pass,” of which fact you
are possibly better acquainted than I,
gall tend to the belief that this spring
will see a wonderful activity in that
region. Already there are people com-
Ing into Rossland by the hiindreds, and
with the advent of epring and good
pveather that camp will see an activity
jhat has never been known in the
mining industry of this country.”

* An era of activity in smelting opera-
tions appears, in fact, to be in store
for the Kootenay. ,

The indications induce the belief that
the smelter at Pilot Bay will again
be in operation in a few months, eays
The Kootenaian. The report to this
geffect is circumstantial to the extent
that the smelter is no longer bound
Jup with the ill-fortune of the Blue Bell
amine, It will be*remembered the
mine and smelter were offered for sale
together, and that the sale fell through
because of the low grade of the ore
in the Blue Bell. The owners declined
to sell the smelter separately.

Now, however, it is nearly certain
that recent negotiations for the smel-
ter have been favorably considered,
and, although reports are that the
smelter has lly been sold, it 18
rot known who-the purchasers are or
when the smelter will be put in opera-
tion.

Nevertheless, those who are in' a
position to learn the facts say the deal
has been consummated and that Pilot
Bay will again become a bustling in-
dustrial community,

Then, if The Nelson Mineris right, a
rumor based on very good authority
is in circulation that the Kansas City
Smelting and Refining Company will
build smelting and refining works at
Nelson in the near future. Agénts
for the company have reported that
“Bogustown’ is a desirable location
and a site has been selected there. The
plant is to be of sufficient size to treat
the entire ore output of East and West
Kootenay, but at this writing no in-
formation is obtainable as to the exact
date when the work of construction
will be commenced.

The Kansas Oity Smelting and Re-
fining Company owns the most admir-
ably equipped .group of metallurgical
works in the United States. During
the year 1896 the company treated
more than 300,000 tons of precious me-
tal ores, which yielded 201,000 ounces
of gold, 15 1-2 million “ounces of silver,
&2 1-2 million pounds of lead and 4 1-2
million pounds of copper.

The company has mines and works
all over the Western States and
Mexico.

A MILLION DOLLARS.

Estimated Expenditare in Ressland Camp
Duaring the Coming fummer.

In and around Rossland the indica-
tions are that a vast amount of work
will be done during the coming season.
According to The Record it is estimat-
ed that there are about 4000 claims
owned by prospectors who make Ross-
land their headquarters or purchased
by development companies with head
offices at Rossland, upon which the
$100 assessment work must be done
this season, This alone means an ex-
penditure of $400,000.

The recent successful test of the Le
Roi low grade ore will almost assured=
ly result in the erection of at least 1V
stamp mills in the immnrediate vicinity
of the city, the building of which and
the extra amount to be paid out to

miners and mill men on account of
this method of reducing the abun-
dance of silicious ores in the Ross-
land mining district will swell the
Wage bill of the camp at least $600,000.
It is safe to say, then, that $1,000,000
worth of work will be done thiy seascn
in these two lines alone.

Then the building operations will be
exceedingly lively. If Rossland’s po*
pulation ds to increase to 20,000 this
summer, the buildings to accommo-
date them must be increased by double
their present number.

AN THE YUKONy

The Country of Rich Mines and Terribly
Expensive Living.

To the Victoria, B.C., Board of Trade
the other day Capt. Wiliam Moore,
the Yukon mail carxfer, and Mr. D.
Gillis, &) Yukon mining yian, gave some
interesting information regarding that
northerly and very rich mining dis
trict of British Columbia.

Capt, Moore said be was only at
Clondyke flve days, and while there
he staked out a mining claim. There
were lots of Canadian goods going in-
to Circle City. In September he met
thé steamer BeMa at Fort Yukon with
two _barges in tow, carrying about 8)0
tons of freight. Captain Moore fa-
vored the White Pass through Alaskan
territory as the best, and, in fact, only
available route to the Yukon® country.
The Stickeen route Captain Moore did
not think to be a good one; it was
only navigable thrce months during
the year, and when it was it was the
worst navigable water in Canada.
Seven months out of' the year it was
frozen stiff, and the remaining two
months it was too shallow. No hoat
carrying more than 9 tons could go
up the Stickee! Taku River, too, was
only navigable ‘one month during the
year; all travél by way of the Taku
was practically land travel. The
White Pass the captain held to be
the best route. By way of this route
a pack train could be taken along at
any time if three or four men were
kept ahead with axes blazing a trail.
Captain Moore thought that it would
not be long until there were 50,000 to
60,000 people in the Yukon country,
and he urged the boarda to consider
what the trade of those people would
be to British Columbia and to Canada.
There were rapids on the White Pass
route, but that difficulty could be over-
come by building a steam tramway for
four or five miles,

Mr. Gillis observed that the diggings
at Circle, City’ were 'all showing up
well, & ‘number of whites, in his
opinion, in the Canadian territory
were from 600 to 800. In the Yukon
in 1894 there were 300. people, and now
there are 1500, One-third of the
people who go there never go into the
interior; one-third ' go in and do not
stay; the other third remain in the
country.

The prices currént in the Yukon
country on many necessary articles of
food were given by Mr Gillis. Bacon
is selling there at 40c per pound; flour
at $4 for a 60-pound sack, or $16 per
barrel. Oatmeal is $20 per 100 pounds;
rolled oats the same. Cornmeal is §15

per 100 pounds; white sugar, 2lc a
pound; brown sugar, 20c a pound;
canned fruits, 35c a pound; tea

(of the cheaper kind), $1.25 to $1.50 per
pound; coffee, per pound. The
flour was mostly American flour, but
two  consignments had arrived during
last year from British Columbia. The
miners of the Yukon country, Mr. Gil-
lis said, when they came out during
the winter, came out in their old
clothes and refitted themselves either
on the Sound or in San Francisco. To
buy a suit of clothes in the Yukon
would cost about $150. Two years ago
he was one of a party that went to
San Francisco, and nearly every man
spent about $150 befors he had been
there two days. He thought Victoria
should make some effort to get this
trade, the benefit of which the United
now deriving. ILast sum-
rher the steamer Alice made two trips
from St. Michael’'s with supplies. Tne
first time she took up 500 tons, and
the next tirhe 600 t¢ons. That was,
however, soon consumed, and there
was a shortage during the winter. A
greater consumption of goods will be
seen in the future. A ton of goods
is necessary for each person per year,
which means about 1500 tons a Yyear
is needed.

The best mines, Mr. Gillis said, are
in the Canadian territory. At Bonan‘
za Creek 200 claime, all placer, are
staked out. There is a depth of five
feet of gravel to the bed rock, which
runs from a depth of a foot to eighteen
inches. The rock is. decomposed and
can be very easily worked. Big wages
are heing made there. A great deal
of work is done there in the winter,
when they melt the gravel out from
under the frozen ground and pile it
up on the surface until the spring,
when it is washed. At the head of the
creek there are several shallow dig-
gings “where slulce boxes are usads
Some of the claims are very rich; one,
owned by a man named Rbhodes
went from $1 to $25 to the pan of gra-
vel. The highest bit of gravel found
there went $87 to the pan.

The Ibex of Slocan has iscued an ex-
tremely neat booklet for free distri-
pbution. It contains the company’s
prospectus, maps, photos of the mine.
cabin, packhorses and also a fac si-
mile -of statement from smelter re-
turns, and extracts from Carlyle’s re-
port, giving cost of mining, rate of
wages. .

UNDER CANADIAN LAW,

Mr, 8.F. Loughberough Tells the Differenge
Between Rossland and Northport.

San Francisco Call, March 10.
S. . Loughborough of jthis city, whd

was for years a member of the Texas
rangers and afterwards sheriff of on¢
of the border counties in New Mexico,
has arrived here, after three months’
absence at Rossland, B.C., where he
has for some time past been interest
ed in mining. He is part owner in sixt
properties there, and of these three
are shipping ore and more than pay-
ing expenses.

Mr. Loughborough believes that in
five years there will be a mumber of
towns in that part of British Columbia,
any one of which will surpass Butte,
Montana, in population. Of these,
Rossland, New Denver and Trail City
are a few., He says the mineral Is
widely distributed and is so rich as
to surprise him, though for years he
has been familiar with mining.

Another thing that has won his

greatest admiration is the way the
law is observed fin that part of th
country. Although Rossland has somp
8000 inhabitants there is but one ma
to preserve order. He is the Chief o
Police, conetable, sheriff and town
marshal all in one. Nobody questions
his power. It is absolute,
No revolver nor any other weapon
is allowed to be carried by anyone.
There are no homicides. Ladies may
walk about at any time unaccompan-
jed by escorts and never hear a wor«
directly or indirectly that might of¢
fend or even seem harsh, There is no
profanity among the miners or others
when on the streets. It is the most
orderly camp he ever saw,

“When I saw all this” safd Mr.
Loughborough—“saw how admirably
the laws were executed, and reflected
that the city was but three years old
and was in a great stretéh of new coun”
try filled by men from all parts of the
globe—it seemed to me phenomenal. I
could not help but have a high opin*
fon of British justice and British law
when I thought how different it was
in similar places in the United States
and in San Francisco. I felt like be-
coming a citizen !(of Great Pritain
much as I had hitherto depreciated

t country.
