The town Is thoroughly agitated over
what the majority of the citizens regard s
unfair treatment of prisoner Ponton, At
7.80 this morning, Mr. E. Gus Porter of
Belleville, Ponton’s counsel, arrived in town
to consult with his client. He was surpris-
ed when hé was informed by the Police
Magistrate that even the prisoner's counsel
could not be admitted to see his client,
though the detectives are allowed free iIn-
gress at all times for any length of time
to the prisoners, It js claimed that there
is an attempt on the part of the police
to put the prisoners through
sweating process.”” Ipspector Healey's wife
was taken into the jail and viewed the
prisoners to her heart’s content, This staté
of affairs incensed Lawyer Porter, who re-
wained in town till 8.30 to-night ,in order
to serve his client. He eckaracterized the
treatment he bad recelved as *‘unfair, lack-
ing in faiimess, unprecedented,”” and used
other expressions equally emphatiec.

Mr. Porter applied to the sherift
and er .to Dbe allowed to see
tho/ risoner for the purpose of
consultation ‘at the prisoner's request,
but was denlied “that privilege, a right,
he says, which hitherto has always been
accorded to prisoners.

Appeal te Torcnto.

Mr. Porter Immediately sent the following
message to the Attorney-General's Depafrt-
ment:

“Hon. Attorney-General, Toronto:

“Am retained to defend Ponton, charged
with robbing Dominfon Bank, and now in
Jall here. Jaller refuses to admit counsel
to prisoner. Please wire authority to ad-

mit counsel.
‘“B. Gus Porter.”

After waiting three hours Mr. Porter
formally demanded of the sheriff and Jjail-
er admission to the jail to interview his
client, and was again refused, belng told
that they were acting under Instructions of
W. 8. Herrington, County Crown Attorney,

The jail wears a sedate appearance, and
Jaller Vanluven and his coadjutors smoke
their pipes serenely, as if unconsgcious of
the precious prisoners in their charge, The
jaller maintains that, though his castle may
wear a ramshackle appearance, yet it is as
safe as any county jail in the province,

corridor of the prisom house, amd was Im-
pressed with the fact that prison bars and
Stone walls do a prison house mnl;e The
huge Scandinavian locks are enough to
make a man lose hope, while the heavy iron
bars and massive doors, double- locked, must
grate upon the nerves of the inmates.
George Hinch guards the prisoners all
night long, while Lucas Clarke stands
guard during the day. Jailer Vanluven
superintends both night and day, whle
Sheriff Hawley drops around half a dozen
times a day to ask about “the fishing.”*

Each prisoner has a cell three feet wide,
eight ‘feet long and 12 feot high, with a
pieturesque iron-grated door staring arways
at him. The prisoners are focked in this
rarrow niche from 7 p.m. to 7 a.m.

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ON TO PORTO RICO.

General Miles Heads the Expedition
and No Naval Convoys
Will Be Necessary.,
Washington, ‘D. C., July 18—After three
days’ consultation between the Presideat,
Secretary Alger and General Brooke, dar-
ing which there was frequent communica-
tion. with General MHeg at Siboney, the
details of the Porto Rican expedition were
perfected' and the expedition. itself was got-
ten. under way. General Miles, with some
artillery and troops, sailed to-day for Porto
Rico on the converted cruiser Yale, to ne
followed quickly by an army of about 30,-
000, There are someynotable differénces in
the plans for this expedition and for the
stately naval pageant that sailed away from
Tampa under General Shafter's command

to attack Santiago. ;

Fiwst, there will be practically no naval
convoys; the Navy Department has declar
ed that they are unnecessary; that there is
not a Spanish warship In the West indies
that dare thrust its bow out~of port.

The purpose of Secretary Alger is to make
the Porto Rican campaign a short one, An
overwhelming force will be thrown apon
the island, and it is possible that & blood-
less vietory will be achieved, when the
Spanish become convinced that they have
no reasonable chance to resist successfully,

Starts With 30,000 Men,

The expedition is to comprise 30,000 men
at the start, and it will be soon swelled
to 40,000 men, and, ¥ necessary, to 70,000
men, the equipment of the volunteer forces
having now progressed so well as to war-
rant the statement that that number of
men can be ready for service in Porto
Rico within a very short time. . The entire
body of troops at Tampa will be taken,
numbering about 13,000 men, and includ-
ing a lot of heavy and light artillery un-
der command of General Rogers. The ex-
pedition will be particularly strong with
artillery, as some of that at Santiago,
commanded by General Randolph, is to be
drawn upon. The Tampa troops are knoWn
