. EXPLOSION AND DEATH,

Four People Known to Be Dead and
Many Injured in a Philadel-
phia Calamity.

Philadelphia, Sept, 11.—By the explosion
of forty gallons of gasoline in the cellar of
a grocery store at 1440 South-street to-
night, surely four, and possibly a dozen
more;, lives were lost. As an immediate
consequence of the explosion, the building
where it occurred and those adjoining it
on either side collapsed, and up to 11
o’clock, five hours after the occurrence,
four bodies had been recovered from tlie
ruins, and three of these were identified 28
follows:

famuel Schattenstein, keeper of the gro-
cery store; his 19-year-old son, Abraham,
and a ten-months¢’ child, named Goldbers,
The fourth body was that of a girl about
10 years old.

How the explosion occurred Is yet un-
known. The front of 1440 was immediately
blown out, and this was followed by the
collapse of that structure, and numbers
1442, occupled by Morris Goldberg, furni-
ture store, and 1446, Louls Salliusse’s shoé
store, The west. wall of 1440, occupled by
L. Wanger’s clothing store, was blown out.
All the bufldings were of brick, three
gtoreys in height.

In the confusion and excitement follow-
fng the disaster, it is impossible to secure
anything like an accurate census of the oc-
eupants, but it 18 generally stated that the
upper floors were crowded with families,
huddled together in témefnent fashion, Com-
ing as it did at the supper hour, it is feared
the loss of life was heavy.

Evacuation Commissioners Had a
Very Formal Meeting ‘and Ad-
journed Till Monday.

mile paced heats, and he prepared himself
carefully for to-day’s contest. Taylor was
¢lumsy in his picking up of pace, and fre-
quently lost it during the coatest, while
Michael’'s every movement was as perfect
as clock-work, Both got behind their pace
immediately, and 4n the first lap Taylor
gained 15 yards, * At the end of the first
mile the colored rider had gained 60 yards.
His time, 1.46 1.5 and Michael's 150 2-5.
In the last lap of the second mile Taylor
Icst his pacé, and at the end of the second
mile Michael had pulled down Taylor's ad-
vantage to ten yards. In the third mile
Michael got on equal terms,and soon gaimed
20 vards on his opponent, whovhad diffi-
culty in keeping up with his pace.
