The Ldverpool Corn Trade News, Jan. 10,
pupplies the following information:

The plant continues to de-
velop In a temperature which has averaged
well above the normal growing weather of
42 degrees.

France—The weather of the past seven
days has been too mild and wet to please
grcwers, who still ery out for a dry, cold
]mlod howevcr, the crops still look all
right,

Russia—A semi-official report published in
St. Petersburg gives a very satisfactory ac-
ccunt of the condition of the young win-
ger crops. Latest private reports have also
been favorable,

Austria-Hupgary—An official note glving
tke conditions at end of December says
that the winter cereal crops and rape are
satisfactory on the whole, although there
has been local damage from Insects, etc.

Germany—The weather has continued wet,
nild and bolsterous. People are afraid that
the crops will be prejudiclally affected, but
€0 far there are no specific complaints of
actual damage.

Belgium and Holland—Mild weather Is ve-
purted.

Spain—The weatherhas continued t. favor
the crops, the aspect of which continues to
give much satisfaction,

India—The young crop continues to make
satisfactory progress,

Argentine--Rains have retarded the move-
ment of the crep. Even where the erops
had been gathered the heavy and continu-
ous rains were capable of doing murh in-
Jrry to the wheat In stacks, as the Argen-
