E CHARLESTON.
Why New York Gets Left.

Chicago, Nov. 23.—F. B. Frazier, of Bart­
lett, Frazier & Co., made the statement to 
the members of ithe New York Commission 
to-day that one of the reasons for the ap­

parent falling off in the commerce of New 
York was the Inadequacy of the canal sys­
tem of that state, and the system of hand­
ling freight for export at the port of New 
York. He said the Erie Canal would have 
to be widened and deepened, and the pres­
ent method of freight handling abandoned 
before western shippers would send their 
grain there for transportation.
