At the first general council meeting 
of the Canadian Guild of Organists,
■held at the Queen's Hotel, Dr. Albert 
Ham, P.R.C.O., offered the members 

Î hi» warmest thanks for the honor they 
; conferred upon him by appointing him 

their first president, and congratula­
tions on having launched the guild 
under such favorable auspices.

The governor-general, who has taken 
much real interest in music during 
his stay amongst ns, has consented to 
be honorary patron of the guild. Sir 
.Frederick Bridge, the accomplished 
organist of West minster Abbey, is the 
patron. In accepting the office of pa­
tron, Sir Frederick expressed himself 
as being delighted at the inception of 
a Canadian guild, much ,on the same 
lines as the great Royal College of Or­
ganists of the mother land.

"We have,” said Dr. Ham, “Sir 
Frederick’s assurance that his hearty 
sympathy is with us, and that we can 
be sure of receiving the benefit of his 
friendly advice if at any time 
or need It.

‘‘Our vice-presidents, Dr. F. H. Tor- 
rington and W. Norman Andrews, are 
men who have done immense work for 
the cause of music in Canada. We a-e 
anxious that this purely 
organization slfould be built up- on 

|Kf broad lines worthy of this great Domin- j 
Hi ion, that its Influence and interests 

should not be confined to any one 
place, or exist for the glorification of 
any one person or set of persons, so 
that ft is gratifying to find that we 
have already at this early stage men 
of ideas amongst us from all parts of 
the Dominion, particularly from the 
larger centres as far west as Winni­
peg and Calgary, from Ottawa and 
from points thruout Ontario—progres­
sive men who realize that the time has 
come when we should unite in a com­
mon cause—the upholding of the high­
est Ideals amongst Canadian organists.

"Seeing that the primary object of 
this Canadian guild of organists is to 
advance the cause of church music,

1! „ and increase the general knowledge 
® and proficiency of the organist, to en­

courage the composition and study of 
sacred music, it Is only natural that 
one should desire the sympathy of the 
bishops and ministers of all denomina­
tions, and the sympathy is ours. I 
will mention a few prominent names 
if, this connection, amongst those who 
are heartily in accord with our guild.
