Dur-
ing his address of two hours and forty
minutes he exnressed his opinions of

. the evidence with a force and clear-

ness that left no doubt in the minds

© of either jurymen, counsel or specta-

a different opinion,” was & remark
which frequently fenl from His Lord-
ship’s lips.

Wow Mr. Osler Affected the Twins,

‘While Mr. Osler was reviewing on
behalf of the Crown the evidence
which he claimed pointed the finger of
guilt at the prisoners, the accused men
sat in the dock as motionless as stat-
wes and without a trace of color or
life in their faces. As His Lordship’s
charge proceeded the faces of both
men brighténed with the hope that his
words inspired within them, that the
verdict of the jury could be none other
than that of acquittal.

When Mr. Osler had stated to the
court the grounds upon which he ask-
ed for a reserved case, the prisoners
were conducted by their guards from
the dock to their cells.

They had tak-
ed four steps from the prisoners’ dock
and were shaking hands with their
counsel, when Detective Alf Cuddy
stepped forward and re-arrested them
on the charge already named.

The twins were escorted by Detective
Cuddy and County Constable Burns
to the awaiting cab and hurried away
to the jail, where the last nine months
of their lives have been spent.

HOW THE MORNING OPKNED.

The Crewds Increased in Anticipation of
of the End.

3 Trial Refused.

SENTENCE PRONOUNCED UPON HIM

The Date of Execution Not Yeg
; Decided.

Holmes Hears the Terrible Message Withs
omt Showing Any Emotion—Returned
lo‘__Prlnu and & Death Watch Placed
Over Him-Now There is Talk of Aps
pealing the Cnse te the Supreme Courh

Philadelphia, Nov. 30.—Herman W.
Mudgett, alias H: H. Holmes,' who
was convicted of murder In the first
degree for having caused the death In
this city of Benjamin F. Pitezel, was
this morning, in the Court of ©yer and@
Terminer, refused a mew trial and sene
tenced to be hanged, The opinion de=
nying the accused a new trial was de~
livered by Judge Arnold,it having beent
l comcurred in by Judges Thayer,Wilson
‘and Arnold, who heard the application
{for a new trial, Judge Arnold then pro-
{ nounced the death sentence.

Holmes. who had been brought inta
court to hear the opinion, was not af=
fected by the adverse decision, and
when Judge Arnold, in deliberate
{ tones, sentenced him to be “hapged b¥%
{the neck untid dead,” the aif of ap-
{ parent indifference whith was so mani=
jfest throughout the celebrated trial,
jwas not deviated from by the alleged
multi-murderer,

Holmes was then returned to the
county prison, and a death watch was
placed over him. The date of the exee
{:ution will be fixed by Governor Haste
ngs.
