Owing to the proximity of the oppos-
ing trenches patrolling can only be car-
ried out at night, and when very dark
great difficulty is experienced in preserv-
ing a right - sense of -direction. 'The
trenches twist' and turn so deceptively
that when certain landmarks are invisi-
ble # is very €asy to lose one’s bearings
(says a writer in the London Daily
Mail). On such occasions it is well-
nigh impossible to distinguish the enc-
my’s lines from our own,

Information of a certain nature being
required about the enemy’s trench an
officer volunteers to scout the position.

Going down on all fours he creeps
cautiously along, frequently skirting
shell-holes, which he is-now able to lo-
cate with his hands. Though he has en-
deavored to keep in the right direction,
after a time he begins to wonder wheth-
er he has lost his bearings and decides
to consult his compass. He is saved the
trouble, however, by a Verey light, rock-
eting some distance down the line, which
shows the faint outline of a trench about
fifty yeards ahead.

Intimates He Favors Temperance,
Also Wines and Beers— Legis-
lators Divided 5

uebee, Oct. 7.—Replying to a dele-
gation composed of some 800 advocates
of temperance, vrging prohibition, Sir
Lomer Gouin in the legislative assembly
sought to mitigate the rigorous demands
of the delegates by asking them what
they would think of a system that would
not include wjnes and beer.

Judge Lafontaine, president of the
Montreal Anti-Alcoholic League, of
whom Sir Lomer asked the question, re-
plied that unadulterated wines could be
bought only by the rich and the law
should be uniform. As to beer, he term-
ed it a bad a«d unsanitary beverage, and
as an exampie, he cited Germany, where
beer is so extensively consumed, and
asked’ if a more b.utal nation could be
found.

Premier Gouin assured the delegates
that their appea! had not fallen on deaf
ears, and that the 'government’s attitude
towards temperance had not changed.
While some felt that the time had come
for prohibition, and that the people were
