Montreal,~July 31—How an experi-
enced and mature business man was
fooled out of $25,000 in a few minutes
was told in the Enquette Court hece
when Edward Long, alias Chappie
I.ewis, and George Wallace appeared,
charged with stealing that sum from

dence trick.

PETERBORO PAIR
COMMIT SUICIDE

Bodies, in Deadly Emb:iace, Are
Taken From River—No
Inquest. o

(By United Press.)

Peterboro, Ont:, July 81.—Clasped in
each others arms in a deadly embrace
so firm that their fingers had to be
pried loose, the bodies of Samuel Tay-
lor and Mrs. Joseph Sharpe, missing
from their homes here since Sunday
evening, were found floating in the
QOtonabee River last night.

Both were members of prominent
families in this city.

Coroner Young, after viewing the
bodies, decided than an inquest was
unnecessary, declaring death in each
case was due to suicide.

He stated there was not the slightest
evidence that there had been any move-
ment on the part of either to save the
other, and that death was premedi-
tated.

Taylor, district manager of the Con-
federation Life Association, had an ex-
tensive business connection and was
prominent in Masonic and other frater-
nal circles. He was a lifelong and high-
ly respected citizen of Peterboro, and
is survived by his widow.

Mrs. Sharpe had been estranged from
her husband, a Detroit business man,
for a number of years.
