The collapse of reparations plans
and the absence of encouraging trade
‘news yesterday seemed to be the ex-
cuse for attacking the market. Un-
til there is some defirfite strength’in
commodity prices we would not expect
a sustained upward movement in
stocks. Labor now costs more than it
did last spring while the selling price
of products is much lower. That is
not the kind of a situation on which 4
bull market is based. At the same
time it will be remembered that while
the stock averages made new highs last
March, a number of stocks sold at their
1li;h for the last bull market last fall.

Nations League Commission
Recommends Act Regarding
African Alcohol Imports.

Geneva, Aug. 9-+General approval
of the administration of the mandates
given by the League of Nations, was
accorded yesterday by the permanent
mandates commission at a public ses-
sion, closing its three weeks hearing
on the reports submitted by the man-
datory powers.
| The commission found that the
mandatory powers have fully protect-
ed the rights of the native populations.
As outlined, the measures taken by
the mandatory powers against the
abuse of alcohol in the mandatory was
considered satisfactory, but the -com-
mission decided to recommend to the
council of the League an act pertain-
ing to the importation of alcohol into
teritory under British
mandate.

The commission held that the spirit,
if not the letter, of"the mandates,
would be violated if the natives were
recruited for the army. It was in-
tended they should be utilized only
for defense and the maintenance of
order in Togo and French Kamerun.

Cuno’s Statement
a Depressing One.

Berlin, Aug. 9.—Chancellor Cuno’s
address to the Reichstag, in which he
declared that passive resistarce—the
sole weapon of the Ruhr and Rhine-
land—would continue to be supported
by the nation, has been received as
the most depressing statement yet
made to the national legislature by the
present Government.

The coalition parties view it as
superflous in view of the present sit-
uation, and aiso regatd it as a’ disap-
pointing utterance.

He was continually interrupted as
the address progressed, but when it
was finished there was prolonged ap-
plause.

Asserting that the British draft re-
ply to the last German reparations
note eontained much that was impos-
sible of fulfilment, Herr Cuno said it
appeared Great Britain had gone ex-
traordinarily far in her concessions to
the French viewpoint.

EXPECTSCOTLAND
T0 GO DRY SOON

Will Mean Prohibition for All
British Isles Is
Opinion.

(Canadian Press.)

Washington, Aug. 9.—Consequent on
the visit to Washington of the commit-
tee of Scots to investigate operation of
the prohibition law in the United
States, it has developed that the Anti-
Saloon League chieftains in the U. S.
expect Scotland to go dry and that at
a comparatively early date. Moreover,
they say that if Scotland goes dry, .
will be the prelude to a dry United
Kingdom.

The Committee from Scotland,
which will visit Canada before return-
ing home, is being cordially received
by Anti-Saloon League leaders in the
U. S. and all the data they can mus-
ter in support of prohibition is being
put at the disposal of the visitors. The
committee is getting information from
drys and wets. It is made up of both
drys and wets and is expected to make
a judicial and impartial finding of
facts.

While there is no means of knowing
what it will repart, Anti-Saloon
League leaders here express great con-
fidence that it will be impelled to find
that there has heen a vast decrease in
consumption of alcoholics in the U. S.
and a great decrease in drunkenness
and in poverty of families due to ex-
penditures for drink. They express
confidence, also, that if thete is a re-
port made td the Scottish people that
prohibition is a success here, it will
give great impetus to the dry move-
ment in Scotland.

The committee from Scotland is not
governmental. It owes its origin to de-
sire of churches to find out the truth
as to how prohibition works in the
U. S. The report will possess profound
interest not alone for the rest of the
world but for the United States be-
cause, supposedly at least, it will repre-
sent the verdict of a body of foreign
Investigators of standing on a subject
over which there is a tremendous con-
tention in the U. S.
