Other wharf owners have, we believe, 
received perpetual leases at merely nom­
inal rents which is surely something, but 
no other private wharf owner, with the 
exception of the late Hon. John Robert­
son, has ever built any wharves of the 
same class as these which Mr. Leary 
proposes to construct Moreover the 
Robertson wharves were very limited in 
size, their warehouses were small and 
they bad neither elevator nor railway 
connexion, which are the great features of 
Mr. Leary’s wharves. The Telegraph 
yesterday stated that the wharves to be 
built by Mr. Leary, according to Mr 
Perley’a estimate, would cost $400,000 
without an elevator, which Mr. Leary 
is to contract. Upon this the Sun under­
takes to lecture the Telegraph in the fol­
lowing fasboin:—

Now, assuming that the wharves and 
other facilities which Mr. Leary will enter 
into a contract to build, includes all those 
mentioned in the extract, we have an 
outside face of 800 feet having 27 feet 
depth of water with a certain space in­
side having 20 feet of water. The Sand 
Point wharf may apparently be as large 
or as small as Mr. Leary chooses to make 
it. The statement is that according to 
Mr. Parley’s estimate this wharf frontage 
and equipment without the elevator 
would cost $400,000.
