ST. JOHN DEFEATS HALIFAX.

The long waited for boat race between 
the four oared crews of Halifax and St 
John took place yesterday afternoon 
and resulted in an easy victory for the 
Saint John four. The names, positions 
and weights of the winning crew are as 
follows:

Wm. Craig, bow, 162 lbs; Henry Foley, 
forward midship, 169 lbs; George Camp­
bell, after midship, 164 lbs; Hugh Mc­
Cormick, stroke, 149 lbs. Total, 614 
lbs.

The Halifax four were: James T. Nor­
ris, bow, 160 lbs; John McKay, forward 
midship, 160 lbs; AL Hamm, after mid-

ip, 160 lbs; Edward Williams, stroke, 
158 lbs. Total weight, 637 lbs.

The boats were built by Elijah Ross of 
Carleton, St John, and Williams of Dart­
mouth, respectively, and the superiority 
of Mr. Ross’ work and the boat ne made 
for the St. John crew is admitted on all 
sides. The Ross boat is built of white 
pine, and oars, rowlocks and everything 
about her were made by Mr. Ross and 
she is a craft of which he may well be 
Droud. The HaliHx boat is built of 
Spanish cedar, about the same length as 
the St John boat but rounder in the 
centre, and the oars were those used by 
the Uaudaur-McKay crew at Duluth 
because spruce sufficiently light for the 
purpose cannot be obtained in Nova 
Jcotia.

Giving all due credit to the superiority 
of the St John boat the victory, the easy 
victory, is not the less due to the superior­
ity of tbe St John oarsmen, who rowed 
their race without being called upon to 
make any extra effort—which They were 
well able to do if pushed—as was fully 
demonstrated by their fresh appearance 
at the end of the race, besides the fact 
that the stroke of the St John four, the 
trusty McCormick, broke the lace of his 
shoe at the start and rowed the course 
with one foot The Halifax men have 
proven themselves good men ina boat in- 
aividual'y and in other places but they 
were “ not in it,” with their opponents 
yesterday. They were very confident of 
success though; they bet money on them- 

during the race spurted fre­
quently but it was all in vain. The St, 
John crew rowing from 32 to 34 strokes 
to the minute, won by four lengths in 
18.43.

The Halifax crew averaged 38 strokes 
to the minute sometimes speeding up to 
40 strokes. The distance was 3 miles 
with a turn.

Much credit is due to Mr. Elijah Roes 
in his selection of a crew to represent St 
John. He is one oftbe four that upheld 
the prestige of this city in many hard 
fought contests on both sides of the At­
lantic in past years, and his judgment 
might safely be relied upon in the selec­
tion of men to succeed himself and his 
former colleagues in maintaining 
prowess of St. John oarsmen whe 
they may compete.
