Chief Commissioner Quinton, have also
béen attacked, and have shared the
fate of their comrades at Manipur.

Fifteen fugitive Ghoorkds who have
reached Kohima report that Mr.  Grim-
wood, the British political defence agent,
and Mrs. Grimwood, and Col. Skene,
whowas in command of the detatch-
ment of Ghoorkas that™ defended the
camp, and Mr. Simpson escaped ‘into
Cachar, where the natives gre becoming
restless. The party included 12 Earo-
peans.

It is surmised that Mr. Quinton, the
chief commissioner, was seized at Mr.
Grimwood’s house.

Four regiments have already started
for Manipur, with the object of effecting
the release of the prisoners, and of pun-
ishing the rebellious tribes.

The regiments include two native regi-
menis which were'in garrison at Assam
and the 3rd Bengal infantry.
