FRANK ALMY HANGED.

A Bungling Execution—The Crime.

Coxcorp, N. H., May 16.—George H. Ab-
bott, alias Frank C. Almy, the murderer of
Christie Warden, was hanged here at 10.14
a.m.

The execution was a bungling job. His
feet touched the floor when he went through
the drop, and he was strangled to death. At
five o'clock this morning he rose and after
cheerily greeting the watch, dressed himsell,
smoked a cigar, seeming to enjey it greatly.
Then he read for a while. He ate heartily.
Chaplain Wilkins went te the prison early
and he was with] Almy until the end. A
large number of citizens came from Hanover
on the early morning trasin to witness the
hanging, among them being Bert Warden, a
prother of the murdered girl, and C. F.
Hewitt, the student who shot Almy in the
Warden barn before he was captured. Almy
said but little, and paid no attention to the
chaplain’s final instructions; in fuct, he de-
clined absolutely to hear anything about re-
ligion. As the hour for the execution drew
pear he became perceptibly nervous, getting
up and pacing the room. At 10,18} o'clock
the death march was taken up from the
matron’s room, Almy being in charge of the
sheriff and deputies, and sccompanied by the
chaplain. In half a minute the scaffold was
reached. Almy was without a col'ar, and
had a sprig of geranium in the lapel of his
coat and a red silk handkerchief showing
from his pocket.

The Scene on the Scaffeld.

The officers strapped his arms at the elbows
and then pinioned his legs. When Almy
came on the scaffold he became very nervous,
swaying slightly, but the support of the
officers helped him to keep in place. His
complexion changad so that his face became
very pale. After tha noose was fastened
around his neck Almy appeared to want to
speak, but the cap was hastily put over his
face and he said nothing.
~Sheriff Huelbert, after the cap was fixed,
placed the hangman’s knot under the left ear.
He then said; “I now proceed to execute the
sentence of law and may God have mercy on

['your soul.” At 10.10 o'clock he touched the

spring, the drop fell heavily and Almy’s body
went through the trap, To the horror of the
spectators his feet struck the floor below, his
koees bending under him. The rope was
evidently too long, as it did not stretch any.

e body bent to the right and slightly for-
ward. Inside of a' minute the offieers on the
platiorm of the scaffold swung the rope and
pulled the body up several feet, strangling the
miserable man.

Frank C. Almy’s Crime.

There are two sides to the story of the
murder of Christie Warden, of Hanover, N.
H., almost two years ago, for which Frank
C. Almy suffered the severest penalty of the
law to-day. One is the brutal story of the
murder as told by the state at the trial of tife

Yesterday was Arbor day, and in addition
to the other honors that have been paid to
Christopher Columbus, he has had more trees
planted in his memory this year than ever
before, since the first Arbor day. His fame
has everywhere been perpetuated by these
green monuments that will outlast every-
thing else that has been built for this cele-
bration.

The Service of Trees.

The service of the trees to us begins with
the cradle and ends wich the coffin, while at
the same time it continues throush our lives
in almost unimaginable extent and variety.
In this county our honses and their fainiture
and the fences that snrround them aie Jargely
the product of the trees. The fuel that warms
them, even if it be coal, is nothing more or
less than miveralized wood of the past ages.
The frames and handles of agricultural im-
plements, wharves, boats, ships, india rubber,
gums, bark, cork, carriages aud railroad cars
and ties—wherever the ey. falls it sees the
beneficient service of the trees.®
Arbor day thus recalls this direct service on
every hand and reminds us of the indirect
ministry of trees as the guardians of the river
sources—the great forests making the densely
shaded hills, covered with the accumulating
leaves of ages, huge sponges from which trickle
the supplies of streams, The wholesale
slaughter if these forests is a crime against the
whole community, as the result means the
drying up of our rivers, and too great care
cannot be taken for the perservation of our
forests.
The Arbor day celebration will add materi-
ally to the beauiy of our country every year.
Every school district throughout the country
contributes to the good work, and in time the
school house will become an ornament as well
as & benefit to the district in which it is
located, and the children will be put upon
more friendly and inteiligent terms with the
bountiful nature which is so friendly to all of
us.
The trees plaated by the wayside mean
shade for the weary pedestrian, while at the
same time hosts of birds crowd its branches,
and sing to him their ceaceless songs. . The
weary tramp, resting there, will secretly ad-
mit that much of which he complains might
be far worse, after having listened to the
singing of a bird pnrched iu a tree by the
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young man, and frequently rei there-
after. The other is the claim of the man as
to why and how he happened to kill the girl
he professed to love so devotedly that he had
no desire to live after she was dead. At his
trial in Plymouth, over & year and a half
ago, Almy told his version of the affair, and
he has not materially changed. He died un-
der the assertion that he did not mean to kill
the girl when he first spoke to her the night
of July 17, 1891, when he first called to her in
the Vale of Tempe to come into the field with
bhim wherefhe conld talk with her. He declar-
ed,as he declared at his tiial, that the st shot
he fired was accidental, and then, when he
found what he had done he realized how
greviously she was injured, he could not re-
sist the impulse to fire a fatal shot. There is
a vast difference between the claims advanced
by the state of New Hampshire, and shown to
be true according to the decision of the court,
According to the story alleged by the pro-
secution, and supported to a certain degree by
the evidence submitted Almy committed a
crime of passion, the result of a bestisl nature
and a hatred of the the girl because his ad-
vances had been refused. It was pointed out
in the evidence that the fact that he had a re-
volver the night he wanted to see the girl,
and the way he held it when the bullet sped
on its fatal course, were evidence enough ot
his intention and the passionate nature which
inspired it. So the court rendered a verdict
in d with the allegation of the state,
that Almy sought the death of the girl by one
of the most brutal methods ever kpown in
criminal history, and rivaled only.

BY THE WHITECHAPEL MURDERS,

Almy said he had loved the girl and wished
to marry her, but she, while reciprocating his
affection, declared she could not marry him
while he was 8 common farm laborer for her
father. He must improve his condition and
better his affairs, so that he counld be in a con-
dition to wed a girl of her standing, and
snother stipulation was that he should say

g sbout the agr , and treat her
as he had always treated her—as the daughter
of the man who engaged him to do work—
except when they were together and no one
was at hand to watch them. Then, Almy
alleges, he told his love of his former life,
which had been a vicions one and embodied
several crimes against the law. She decided
to cast him off. It was only a short time
after he heard Christie's decision that his
term as hired man at the farm had expired.
He made no advances to be re-engaged and
bad no desire to remain where therc wds only

happiness and disapy forhim. He
went to the vicinity of Boston and secured
work for a while, but his thoughts were con-
stanily of the girl he had left on the New
Hampshire farm at Hanover. He returned
there and on the night in July named, me
the girl by appointment. S8he, however, did
not meet him alone, but bronght along her
mother and sister Fannie. The girl's evident
fear of Aimy enraged him; he said he was in-
sane at the time. In ‘he fury of the moment,
accentuated by the words or warning of the
mother and sister and their accompanying
eries of alarm he grasped the girl and forced
her through the bars and into a field. Then
her struggies commenced. “Then I pulled
my revolyer from my pocket,” ssid Almy.
“‘I had no idea of using it. I was determined
that the girl should not be taken from me.
That is why I took it from my pocket and
