In Torentoe recently was held the an-

nual meeting of the Manufacturers’
Association—otherwise the Red Parlov.
The main feature of the proceedings,
as usual, was laudation of the N. P,
In,his addressi the, president said, among
other things: . -
"{“During ~ the past 'year, the associa-
tion, through the medium of a circalar,
made enquiry of manufacturers through-
out the country asking their views cn
our ' present system of protection, and
also regarding a tariff for revenue only,
or free trade, in substitution for the
present arramgement. The circular was
promptly and intelligently responded to,
and the information gained was of a
character which showed that the manu-
facturers were practically a unit in
their advocacy of the National Policy.
If the information thus obtained could
be so condensed as to be available for
publication and distribution, I am sure
it would convince the most ardent ad-
vocate of a. revenuc tariff or free trade,
of the utter folly of adopting any such
bolicies for: this country. In  almost
every pdrt of the Dominion it would bhe
“fotind that industries have sprung up of
which: but little was known; and the
fact was developed that one industry
stimulates another; and that the wants
of one concern
make articles to supply them, thus cre-
ating a round of establishments, ane
depending upon the other.” i

Towards the close of the meeting a
resolution was adopted, the long pre-
amble to which recited the many hbless-
ings alleged by the manufacturers to-
have been conferred by the country by
the present tariff. Followirg is the con-
cluding declaration:

And, ‘whereas, ' nothing imperils-* the
s security of capital or paralyses indust-,
rial or commercial & enterprises: mor>
surely or quickly than uncertainty in
regard to the trade policy of the coun-
try;

Therefore, be it resolved, that this as-
sociation places itself upon record .as
opposed to any change in the present
tariff system which will ~imperil the
safety of our existing Canadian indus-
tries, and subject them to umfair com-
petition from foreign manufacturers.

Resolved, that 'in the opinion of this
associaticn, the prosperity of this
country imperatively demands a fixed
and definite policy of protection  to
Canadian industries of every kind from
the general prineciples of which there
shall be no deviation.

The association then proceeded to
pass a resofution in favor of a preferen-
tial trade with Great Britain and the
other colonies. It must be plain to
the Mamufacturers’ Association that no
such preferential trade’ arrangement
can be made without some extensive
changes in the present tariff—changes
which must of necessity take away
some of the protection which the manu-
facturers now enjoy. The ab-
surdity ‘of coupling the two de-
clarations  is therefore manifest.
