Mr, Wyse says again, ‘‘ This, sir, is the
true version of the matter, and the records
of the Department will bear me out in the
entire truth of every word I have stated.”
““ Good Lord deliver us.”

Mr. Wyse is a character to be dr
as far as'¥gtruth is concerned, I would
advise him, siter this, to keep my name
out of his lettéss, and let me alone and I
wont do him any harm, although he has
done me a great deal of harm. I never
had any peace with him since he has had
any thing to do with the fisheries. If he
must be an Overseer could you not find
out a Pistrict for him and not have him
chasing me about in mine, I think the
Lake might do him very well, forall he
does, as he might find bass it. He seems
to have nothing to do but create trouble.
