Of course, his first move was to see
her family and learn what he ocould of
the siredmstances which had led to her
unfortunate condition. Then he Bsgan a
gonvensional system of treatment, con-
sisting of nerve-tonics, physical exercise
sfid similar health-giving measures.
These had liftle effect upon the girl. She
told him with the tears rolling down her
cheeks dzy after day, that the unao-
countable aversion for the members of
her family was inoreasing .rather than
decresding.

Thus Dr. Luys tells the story of his
first experiment with his new instru-
ment and its resuit. He has made many
experiments since then. In the-carefully
written book in which he keeps a record
of his work at his office the stories of
these experi ts are isely sold in
scientific terms. It would net interest
the publio at large to go into the details
of pulse, temperature and other medical
technicalities which these records con--
tain,but thelr general evidence ig fascin-
ating. If this evidenoce is borfté out by
subsequent experiments the sentemce
“‘Dispositions for sale,’”’ withe which this
article opens, may net in the future
ssem as absurd as it does now. What
studies Dr. Luys has been able to make
have tended to prove the following facts :~

First—An ordinary elestro-magnet so
fashioned that it will/rest upon a per-
son’s head with it@ .poles touching his
temples will to some unknown extent
absorb any strongly morbid influence
which may at the fime be working in
his brain.

Second—After the magnet has been
lett for a sufficiently long time on the
head of a person suffering from a morbid
mental complaint, and is then placed
upon the head of a person in a normally
healthy state of mind, the morbid tend-
ency of the sick man’s mind will be to a
considerable extent transferred to the
healthy mind of the other person.

Third—No appreciable effect is pro-
duced by transferring the magnet from
the head of one perfectly healthy person
to another.

Fourth—The transfer of the magnet
from the head of a healthy person to
that of one.suffering from melancholia
or other morbid mind disease is mnearly
always perceptibly beneflcial.

These comprise about all the facts
which have up to the present timo been
ascertalned by these extraordinary ex-
periments. Dr. Luys is as far as ever
from understanding the reason of this
strange effect of the eleotro-magnet, but
he feels certain that further and caseful
study along these lines will result in
important additions to the world’s sum
of eleotro-medical knowledge.

When I asked him if, in his opinion,
it wounld ever be possible to so develop
this new plan that an artificial transfer
of dispositions would be made between
two people of different temperament—
as, for instance, the insertion of a good

ber mental and physical health, and that
lay in & complete ochange of surround-
ings. At his request her father began to
make arrangsments to send her $o Eng-
iand for a long time. It was during one
of the last of her visits to the doctor that
the accidens oocurred which Dr. Lauys
thinks has resulted in a discovery of a
few property of magnetism.

Of onurse, as progressive an experi-
menter as Dr. Luys had long before tried
nearly every possible method of eleotrical
treatment. His office, which is a wholly
independent building in the big garden
back of his house, is full of the most
elaborate electrical appliances. Many of
his instruments are of the most delicate
nature, and he proteots them with the
uim?t. care against the possibility of in-

temper into the brain of a grumpy indi-
vidual, the provision of a philanthropio
disposition to a miser, and so on—he
laughed.

*“No,” he sald; ‘‘these things will not
be possible, bus the things which seem
fairly possible are sosrcely less wonder-:
ful. For instance, if my studies along
this new line carry me far enough, so
that by mneans of the electro-magnet I
shall be able to injeot healthy mental
force into the mind of a morbid melan-
choliac, so that I shall be able to trans-
fer good brain influence from head to
head as we now sometimes transfer
healthy blood from wrist to wrist, I
shall feel that my time has been valuably
expended. That I shall within a year
