Sap Court at Frederioton and judg-
ment given on Thursday last. The Herald
thus states the matter .—

Ex parte Trenholme aund ex parte
Mittin—The defendants in this case are
employes of the Dominion Express Com-
pany and were convicted by Stipendiary
Oahill, at Sackville s few months ago, of
selling liquor contrary to the provisions of
the Canada Temperance Act. 1t appears
they took delivery of a quantity of liquor
frum a wholesale dealer in the town of
Awmbherst, N. 8., in their capacity as
express agents, and handed it overtoa
party in Port Elgin, Westmorlaud county,
collecting the money for the goodsand
returning it to the dealer. For doing this
they were held by the magistrate to be
guilty of an offence under the Canada
Temperance Act and were convicted and
fined acoordingly. The case was argued
on sppeal before the Supreme Court last
term, and this morning Judge Barker
delivered judgment, quashing the convic-
tions. He held that the defendants, in
handling the liquor, only acted as em-
ployes of the express company, and were
in no way hable for the penalties imposed
by the magistrate. The sale of liquor
was made in Amherst, and the defend-
ants were not a party to the sale. The
Chief Justice and Justice McLeod concur-
red in the judgment and Judge Landry
dissented. -

Hon. A. G. Blair was entertained by
his suppoiters of the North Ead, (Port-
land) 8t. John, at a banquet, on Thurs
dsy evening last. His speech on the
occasion was, of course, the great feature
of the evening, and it was the most im-
portant delivered by any Dominion Miais-
ter since the election of November 7th.
Our space does not admit of our giviug
the whole of it, but we make room for the
following, which cannot but interest all
friends of good government, and -be most
satisfactory to Mr. Blair's many friends
who read the Apvancs.

Referring to the sucosssful election oon-
tesat in St. John Mr. Blair said :—

I congratulate you on thst success, and
in doiog so I thivk I may claim that you
have fought s good and square fight. Yoa
have fought 8 worthy fight, and one of
which you need not be ashamed. I think
T can say that on my pait I endeavored,
as you endeavored, to carry out that con-
test in & manly way. (Cheers.) We re-
sorted to no infloence that would be un-
worthy of us as-men. We appealed to
none of the feelings which ought not to
be sroused. We sought to 1aise no per-
sonal cries nor to make any personal at-
tacks upon our opponents. We did not
resort to any of those sgencies of which a
man would be ashamed in his calmer and
cooler moments. I repeat, that we fought
2 square and manly fight, and that we
won a square and maunly victory. There
is nothing you have to regret, thereis
nothing you have to recall, thers is noth-
ing for which you need apologize. I
therefore feel we _ught to be content with
our conduct in'the struggle.

““Can wo say as much in truth with re-
gard to our opponents ? I wish we could.
It would be healthier for us in our elec-
tion tights if we could. It would afford a
better prospect for future struggles, be-
cause we wil have such struggles, if we
could regard in a d.flerent way the course
which our opponeuts took. When I look
across this continent and see how the
closing struggles in this great elestion bat-
tle are being fought, and read in the pub-
lic press the means which are being re-
sorted to in order to win a vigtory, I am
led to ask myself the qnestion whether
there does not reside in the great Liberal
party a monopoly of the tolerance and
spirit of patriotism which is the highest
ideal of loyalty. (Cheers.) Read the ut-
terances on the public vlatform by né less
a person than Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper
and by Mr. Clarke Wallace,both of whom
have flled high positions in the govern-
ment of this country and who know that
we have different rvaces and different
religious beliefs emong ounr people, and
you will see how desperately they are en-
deavoring to set one class aga‘nst another,
and one creed against another. From the
bottom of my heart I wish that this were
not the case, because every lover of Cana-
da must feel in his heart that we should
have unity among our people, that we
should dismiss from our thought any ques-
tion as to whether A man is a Methodist,
a Baptist, an Ejiscopalian or a Catholic,
whether he ia French or Englhsh. We
ought to regard each other ss Canadians,
and realize at the same time that only by
the heartiest co-operation can we hope to
ensure to our dominion that prosperity
and progress which justly belungs to us.

Watt that he
read what the Mayor had asked for be tead
a minute which was not the right one.

Oa this being made clear to him by the

Mayor, the cle:k, af:er eearchiog the minut:
book, said he couldn’s find it. The repoit
was tioally adopted by a vote of four to
hree.

Yeas: Watt, Muardoch, McKy, Morris,
Nays: Burr, Maher, Gallivan,

Dr. A, A. Ritchie was, on motion of ald.
Watt, seconded by ald. Maher, appointed to
the Board of Health in place of Dr. A. E.
Logie, resigaed.

The Mayor asked if there was any report
from the Public "Vorks Commitses as to the
progress being made in acquiring the lands
for the water works.

Ald. Burr said in view of the law bill
submitted to the council the sooner & town
solicitor was appoiunted the better.

On motion of ald, Gallivan, seconded by
ald. Burr, ald. \Watt was appointed to
represent the town at the Municipal Council.

In reply to ald. Burr's strictures in
reference to Mr. Winslow’s bill already
passed, ald. Watt said the items were
correct. If a lawyer were appointed and
psid by the year, the hill would be twice as
large.

The Mayor reverting to the proposed
water works lands, sail they should be
acquired as soon as possible.

Ald. Burr said the town was row em-
ployiug three lawyers. Why not have one
—then they would know what they were
doing.

Ald. Maher said they were expeoting to
hear from Mr. Coffia shortly and would
then be able to go forward at a better psce
with the water business.

Ald. Watt ocalled attention to
dilapidated condition of the town flags.

The Mayor said the matter should be
attended to ; and it would be well to bear
in mind that our soldier, Pt. Ward, might
be home before next meeting.

Ald. McKay said all the boys would be
home perhaps before that time.

Ald. Barr called attention to the bad con-
dition of the sewer running from the W, B.
Suowball’s property towsrds Peter Breen’s

.on Church St,

Ald. Gallivan said the drain in question
was ao aohealthful pablic nuissnce. It was
a8 hard to get at as the pilot matter, cou-
cerning which he would like to koow what
was beiog done ?

Ald. Watt said there was no farther re-
port on the pilotage ques‘ion, but ald. Galli-
van, beiog on the Public Works Committee,
might sce that the drain nuisance was
abated.

Ald, Maher moved, seconded by ald. Watt
that two flags—one for the square and the
other for the public building—be purchased.
Passed. .

Ald, Gallivan waoted a street opened to
Greenville from the west.

Ald. Watt said Me. Saowball had said he
would give 50 feet wide of land for the
street, but, now, he would not give it where
the committee wanted it. The Douahae lot
conld be had, if Mr. Soowball would give
the land where they waanted it. There were,
however, some other linds that could be
bad snd when the syrveyor ceme a winter
road, at all events, would be made from
Princess St. It would be a road leading to
the barking mill of the Pualp Compavy and
would therefore be kept open.

Ald. Watt also referrel toa street that
was wanted in the West End.

Ald. Burr said something should be done
in reference to the Electric Light Company’s
refusal to furnish more lights on the streete.
Did the refusal of the company to furnish
new lights cancel the contract?

Ald. Gallivan said & Light was wanted on
the strect leading up to Fernandes’,

The Mayor recommended that the Public
Woiks Committee interview the Light Com-
pany before next meeting.

On the subject of the Bye-laws,ald. McKay
said the matter had better stand over uotil
thg committee could have a meeting,

Adjourned.

Violation of the Game Law.

The Anvaxce has refrained from offering
a word of either the evidence or a comment
thercon in the case against Dr. Philip Cox
for violation of the game law since the action
was eatered against him by Gume Warden
Robingon, but, in contempt of the court and
dirregard of the rule observed by all reput-
able newspapers whiie a case is aub judice,
the matter has been tried in Chatham ani
decided by the newspaper which has spokean
for the doctor, ever since his offence was
publicly known. The same paper has also
misrepresented the facts, evidently for the
purpose of makiog political capital for its own
peculiar purposes. Not only so,but a specious

th

cath, bat intended to mielead the public
and create a prejudice in the offender’s favor,
was published in the same paper, while
sworn testimooy which showed that the
whole fabric of the defeuce sought to be
thereby set up was clearly an afterthought,
was suppressed.

The unsworn statement referred to having
failed of its purpose, and having been with-
drawn from the case on the resumption of
the hearing by the court, and the court
having dealt with aud decided the matter
accordivg to the law and the evidence, the
subjeot is a proper one for reference, eapecial-
ly e Dr, Cox, instead of doing whatvo
person of better meutal balance would have
doue, in the fret place, viz., settled the
affair as easily as possible, rushed iato print
and almost invited proceediogs in the court,
assuming that he was above the law end,
unlike common mortals, privileged to violate
it on the theory that all he had ta do was to
set up » plea of gaod intentions, and make a
reputable sodiety of which he is a member,
his soapegoat.

The stubboroness of Dr. Cox in attempting

on an excuse wiich was manifestly an aiter-
thought on his part, and which, in reslity,
aggravated rather than justified his misdoing. |
The Swvrveyor-General, being responsible |
for the carrying out of the game law, which, f
88 we all know, is one d ficult to enforce,
because there are so many perious disposed :
to break it, felt, no doabt, that Dr. Cox's
own confession of having hunted oaribou
without a license made it i ible for him

. P. HICKEY
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to entirely overlovk the offence. We are
informed by counsel for Game Warden
Robinson, who made the information, that
the Surveyor-General was willing to allow
the minimum fire to be imposed and to
stand uopaid, the costs of court only—not
the prosecntiog attorney's —to be paid.
To this, Dr. Cox demurred and assumed that
because he had declared he intended to give
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the caribou, which he said he had shot, to
the Natural History Society, and because
be had done a good deal in the promotion of
of the public library and was generally a
reputable citizen, he ought to be acquitted
of the uffence which, by his own admission,
he had committed.

In doing this he placed those who were
dssirous of helping him, without wmaking a
farce of the game law, at a disadvantage,
He appeared to have no regard what-
ever tor them, his whole efforts and thouse of
his counsel being directed to the work of
presenting himn 48 & martyr—the viciim of
persecution. Dr. Cox’s newspaper organ has
done this also, while the case was pending,

| while the reflections cast by the Dooctor’s

counsel on and his imputation of improper
motives to the Surveyor-General,bscause that
gentlemsan did not fall into the trap which
Mr. Benn thought he was cunuingly laying
for bim ia Dr. Cox’s intereats are of a piece
with the tactios of those who have defended
every other person who has been proceeded
against by the game officers for breaking the
law.

Dr. Cox tried to make it appest that Mr,
Banu, at his suggastion, obtained & license
which was to enable almost any member of
the Natural History Society to shoot a
moose or caribou as specimens for that
society’s museam ; he sdniitted that he shot
a *‘buck kid”— which of course would be a
young he goat—but he explained afterwards
that it was a buck caribou of the first year,
or what is kaown to scientific authorities as
a fawn, although the Dootor persisted in
swearing that “kid” was the proper term,
He said he relied on Mr. Benn’s license to
justify him in killing the caribou, slthough
he was cbliged to sy, in almost the next
breath, that he did mot know whether
Beon’s license was issued at the time of the
killing or not, and that he never saw it
until av least nine days after.

His attention was drawa to the following
sentence from the letter of the Sarveyor-
Genpersl transmitting Mr. Beno’s license to
him :

¢‘In doing this I call yonr attention that
this license will only give the privilege &o
one member of the society, but if you prefer
baving it made out ia some ovher “msmber’s
pame, instead of your own, you can wire me
oo receipt of this and I will make the
change.”

Notwithstanding the foregoing, Dr. Cox
continued to swear that he believed he was
justified ia killing the caribou without
license, because his friend Mr. Benn had the
license referred to in the Surveyor-General’s
letter,

Pieces of evidence showiog that Dr. Cox
wag inoorrect in swearing that he relied on
Mr. Benn's license to justify bim io his
breach of the law were the following :—
“I wanted to takeit.” [The hunting license
which Dr. Oox obtained from Warden Wyse,
three days after he said he shot the “back
kid”] *“vut as I bad reason to believe a fass
would be made if & Natural History Society
license had not already been granted.”

Asa matcer of fact it was proved in evi-
dence that the Natural History Society
never authorised a request for a license and
knew nothing of the matter, But the follow-
iog letter, which was pus in evidence,clearly
shows that Dr. Cox for, at least, nine days
after he had shot the anima', never thought
of justifyiog the act under the Benn license :

Dear Mx. RoIiNson :—You already kuow
that 1 killed a caribou on the Burtibogue
Barrena on the firat day of the open season,
I left hurriedly the evening befors without
being able to ses Mr. Wyse, thinkmng it
would be all righs to get it (the license) on
my retain, even tho’ I killed one. I calles
on Mr. Wyse twice for it Monday 17tb, but
he wae not in, and my time is not my own,
but on the 18th I succeeded in getting it.

I learned siace you were down ascertaining
if I bad @ license st the time, I'm sure I
did ot thiuk it at all irregular, nor s matter
to be coucealed as Mr. W. and you probably
koow something of my views snd the neges-
sity of game protection aud the trouble and
expense | had yuars ago in doing my duty as
warden, Technically speaking 1t was irregu-
lar, bat no wrong was intendad, no concesl-
ment tried, and I thivk some of our most
honorable sportsmen often do it. I'm sorry
you didu’c call to see me when dowa,

As the ApYANCE said befors the case had
reached the court, and in reply to one of
Dr. Cox's foolishly conceived letters iu his
special organ, he, like others of the poach-
ing class, only thought of getting a license
snd payiog for it after he had shot his gams
and became afraid—as he himself swore—
‘‘of the fuss.” Then he hastened to Wardea
Wyse for  licenso and made a sly suggestion
about datiog it on the opening day of the
season, hoping thus to save himself from
“the fuse.”

We are really sorry thata man of Dr.
Cux’s position ehould show such a bad ex-
ample as he has done to others who may he
even more iocliced than he to evade the
game law. The police wsgistrate had no
option under the law and was obliged to
convict aud impose a penalty, He made it
as light as the law allowed. The law is not
vindiotive in such cases. It requires fines
to be imposed as deterrents tu those who
may be disposed to do as Dr. Cox did—first
go hunting and then apply for a license

plea of two or three columos not given wnder : abould their luck be good.

There is some talk of 8 movement to have
the members of the Natural History Society
manifest their approval of what Dr. Cox did,
but we can hardly think they will go so far as
that. We are quite sure that many of the mem-
bers wounld not, for a moment, think of mak-
tog the organizition a party ta a deliberate
violation of the game luw, especially when a
license costs only two dollars, The Snrveyor-
General has salways shown a dispositivn to
help the members of the Society in these
matters, and they should be found on the
side of the law, and its ohservance, as we
have no doubt they will be, with perhaps a
few exceptions,
