WOODSTOCK, N. B., July 29.—'The 
examination of Thomas and Wal­
ter Cammlck for the murder of 
William Doherty, was begun this 
morning before Police Magis­
trate Dibblee. Frank B. Carvell con­
ducted the prosecution and J. Chipman 
Hartley acted for Walter Cammlck.

Alice Cammlck, wife of Thos. Cam­
mlck, was first called. She said she was 
at her home in the parish of Kent at 
the time of the murder. On the night 
of Sunday July 17th, the night of the 
murder, she was aroused by someone 
entering her room. She got up and on 
entering Willie Doherty's room saw 
WUUe leaning against the bed. Two 
shots were fired and hit the deceased 
before he fell back. Thos. Cammlck, 
the murderer, seized the witness and 
said he would save her. He had a re­
volver.

Later the witness saw a man lurking 
near a woodpile. This man seized a 
club and gave chase to witness and her 
brother. This man was Walter Cam­
mlck. He said "I'll kill you.” Witness 
seized the club and Cammlck said "I'll 
shoot you.” He then threw witness 
down and struck her with a club on the 
neck and placed both knees on witness's 
breast. Bhe then lost consciousness.

When witness recovered conscious­
ness, the Doherty house was in flames.
Witness and her brother rescued two 
small children from the burning house.

George Doherty, the brother of the 
murdered man, was next called. Wit­
ness was home on the night of the mur­
der. He slept with Willie Doherty, the 
deceased, on the night of the murder.
Witness was awakened by seeing a man 
with a light. This man was Thomas 
Cammlck. Cammlck fired two shots at 
Willie. Witness seized Cammlck and 
Cammlck shot him In the shoulder.
Later witness and Alice Cammlck went 
to the work of rescuing the children.
The house was burning and when wit­
ness tried to get In the front door he 
found it tied. Witness saw the reifialns 
of his brother, WllUe, after the fire had 
gone out. George Doherty said hie 
brother Willie was 28 years of age.
Witness was sure of Thomas Cammlck 
being up stairs in hie house on the 
night of the murder. The house seem­
ed to have been set In three places, 
kerosene being used.

Charley Doherty was next called.
Witness was home on the night of the 
murder. When witness woke he saw 
Thomas Cammlck with a light Cam­
mlck fired two shots at Willie and shot 
witness in the chin. Witness saw Wll­
Ue fall. Witness tried to get out front 
door, but could not as the door was 
chained. He escaped by a rear door.
He could not swear that the man whom 
he saw by the woodpile near his house 
was Walter Cammlck.

Wm. H. Elliott who lived near the 
Dohertys, was next called. At noon of 
the day of the murder Cammlck called 
at witness’s house enquiring for his 
wife, Alice Cammlck. At midnight wit­
ness saw a light at Willie Doherty's,
Shortly afterward Alice Cammlck and 
Geo. Doherty and two children arrived 
at his house. The Doherty house was 
In flames, the fire coming from the low­
er part

Witness had heard Walter Cammlck 
say that "It would be a good thing if 
the Dohertys were wiped out of the 
place." Witness heard Thomas Cam­
mlck say that he would shoot WUlle 
Doherty If he went with his daughter.
He would rather see Maggie, his 
daughter, in the Glass ville churchyard 
than have anything to do with the 
Dohertys. The body of Willie Doherty 
was burned to a crisp, nothing but the 
trunk and neck of the body remained.

Deputy Sheriff Albion R. Foster was 
next called. When he heard of the 
murder he went to the house of James 
Cammlck and then went to Thomas 
Cammick's. Witness arrested Walter 
Cammlck for being with his father at 
the Doherty murder. Thomas Cammlck 
was not to be found at that time. This 
was about two o'clock. At dusk Cam­
mlck was found in the woods, where he 
attempted suicide. Dr. Cummings was 
telephoned for, Cammlck admitted to 
Mr. Foster that he had done the deed at 
Doherty's, but declared that Walter 
was not with him. He said he was 
alone. Witness was doubtful as to 
whether Walter should have been ar­
rested.

Dr. M. E. Commlngs, of Bath, was 
next called. Witness said he went to 
Thomas Cammick’s In reply to the tele­
phone message of Sheriff Foster. Wit­
ness probed for the bullet and satis­
fied himself that the bullet had lodged 
In Cammick's brain. Cammlck told Dr.
Commlngs that he was a member of the 
Church of England and admitted the 
crime.

LIAO TANG, July 28,—(Delayed in 
transmission.)—Further details of the 
fighting below Ta Tache Klao, July 23 
and 24 Indicate that the Japanese loss­
es may reach 5,000 men. The Russian 
losses are officially stated to be about 
700. The Ruslan front was much ex­
tended. The Japanese concentrated 
their attack against the Russian left 
but were repulsed. The Russians made 
several brilliant bayonet charges and 
at first the Russian artillery was used 
in high angle fire from behind a hill, 
the fire being directed by telephone 
from an eminence and attained great 
precision. The Russians did not retire 
till it was established that the Japan­
ese had seven divisions. The Russian 
forces are concentrated at Hal Cheng 
and probably will not retire further. 
It is expected that the Japanese will 
now advance against the left flank of 
the Russian southern army.

ST. PETERSBURG, July 29.—The 
general staff denies the report circu­
lated In European papers of the wound­
ing of Gen. Kuropatkln at the battle 
of Ta Tche Klao. The general. It is 
added, is perfectly well.

ST. PETERSBURG, July 29.—It is 
announced that the Baltic Sea squad­
ron’s departure for the Far East will 
not occur for at least two months.

ТОКІО, July 29.—11 a. m.—It is be­
lieved that the Vladivostok squadron is 
off Yokohama today. The steamer 
Korea, which has safely arrived at 
Yokohama, evidently passed close to 
the Russian vessels.

VLADIVOSTOK, July 29.—It is dis­
tinctly established that Viceroy Alex- 
leff Is coming here and quarters for- 
him have been prepared.

LONDON, July 29.—Special des­
patches from Shanghai and Yokohama 
report that a general attack upon Port 
Arthur has begun. A report that Gen. 
Kuropatkln Is wounded, which is ap­
pearing In various quarters, seems to 
have originated at Tien Tsln, but It Is 
not confirmed from any reliable source.

The Times correspondent at Токіо 
says it appears to be clearly proved 
that the Ruslans In Manchuria are us­
ing “dum dum” bullets.

ТОКІО, July 29—3 p. m.—The Rus­
sians abandoned Tatcheklao at noon 
çn Monday, July 25th, retiring before 
the advancing army of General Oku. 
They applied the torch to Tatcheklao 
and the surrounding towns, and when 
the Japanese arrived they found the 
flames were still raging. The Japanese 
pursuit extended beyond Tatcheklao 
and the Japanese left wing occupied 
Yin Kow.

The positions held by the Russians 
last Sunday night, south of Tatcheklao 
consists of nine miles of trenches and 
fortifications.

MORE RUSSIAN TREACHERY.
LONDON, July 29,—Premier Balfour 

In a printed reply to the question ask­
ed by Thomas Gibson Bowles (Conser­
vative) In the house of commons, July 
27, asking for information regarding 
the action of the Russian armored 
cruiser Dmitri Donskol In the Mediter­
ranean, confirmed the facts recited by 
Mr. Bowles that any ship using coal 
for purposes other than that for which 
It was obtained should not thereafter 
be accorded coaling facilities.
