Remorse Drove the Miramichi Man
to Self Murder.

A Fugitive from Justice, Having Defraided

William Black, aged 45, was found
dead in his bed in the Queén City
hiotel, Hancock street, Bangor, at 9.20
o'clock Friday forenoconi, having com-
mitted suicide by stabbing. himself in
dthe heart with a jack-knife.
