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Coroner Berryman Com-
mences Inquiry into the-

Gircumstances -

Connected With the Fatal Accident at
the Broad Street Foundry— -
A Number of WItn;sses'

Examined.

The inquest into the death of the late
Herbert 8. McGaw, who was recently
killed in. McAvity’s foundry on Broad

'street_ by the . bursting of ‘an’ emery

wheel, was/ begun in Berryman’s hall
last night, Coroner Dr. Berryman pre-
siding. A. H.-Hanington, K. C., repre-
sented the Messrs.. McAvity.
* The names of the jurymen are : Wm.
Danaher (foreman), John Kearns, Gil-
bert Wheeler, John Hern, Frederick,
Barton, B. J. Halt, S. T. Golding.
ERNEST SMITH,
a foundryman, was the first witness
examined. He is now working with
MCcAvitys. | Had- been employed there
five weeks. Witness had worked in
Fleming’'s foundry ‘2 1-2 months pre-
vious. On the morning of the accident
he was working in McAvity’s foundry.
He went to work at 7 o'clock that
morning; was working as filer on the
emery wheel., He knew of no otHer
emery wheel in the building. More
than one man could work on the emery
wheel. That morning he and ‘the de-
ceased, Herbert McGaw, were? working
on it. Previous to that ddy he had
not workéd more than a week on an
emery- wheel.. Witness did not know
who set the wheel up. Could not say
whether it was a new or old wheel.
They were grinding levers at.the time
of the accident. Had been at work
about an hour and a quarter when the
accident occurred. Witness was on
the left side of the machine, and Mc-
Gaw was-on the right. Was not given
instructions on going to work regard-
ing' how to use the wheel Did’ not
know that McGaw was glven instruc-
tions. Witness said that he heard a
report when the wheel broke. Pileces
struck McGaw and knocked him dewn.
The shock knocked witness down. Wit-
ness got ‘up quickly and ran over to
where ‘McGaw . was. Deceased satd:
“0, Ernle, I.am,gone,” After that he
did not say anything. A plece of ' the
wheel’ went:-through one side of the
building, and one or more 1hrough the
floor.

‘Witness could not say whether the
machine was new or old. Hé 'did not
know whether it was properly set up.
Since the accident witness said that he
did not. recollect making any ‘state-
ments regarding the machine. He de-
nied making the statement that the
machine was improperly set up. He
anything -about ‘the
structure of the machine. Latér on
witness sald that he had said that the
wheel was rot working very good the
day before. Sometimes upon putting
the pressure of whatever was being
ground, on the stone, it would = slow
down. Had heard that a similar acci-
dent occurred in that building some-
time ago. He had heard that the wheel
that broke then was on the same ma-
chine.

To A. H.¢qanington, K. C., witness
sald that he™ nderstood that the boss
instructed the deceased McGaw not to
allow the guide to go too close to the
wheel. Witness heard the instructions
at the same time. He did not know
whether the wheel was properly set
up or not. Did not'see anything drop
in to catch the wheel, and really did
not know what caused the accident.
The first he heard was the report.

JAMES A. McGAW,

the second witness, said that the de-
ceased Herbert S. McGaw was his son.
He was 17 yedrs and 7 months old. The
bos/ had worked in Fowler's factory
since last New Year. He worked there
until a few days before -he met death
in McAvity’'s. . The . witness' had no
knowledge of the deceased running an
emery wheel while in Fowler’s. Hg
did not know that it was the ‘custom
in any factory to.givé any particular
instruction te boys before putting
them on an emery wheel. Witness did
not know thet his son was working on
an emery wheel until the night before
his death. Witness thought that 1,400
or 1,500 revolutions per minute would
be a sufficient speed for such a wheel,

‘Witness, who is an experienced work-
man in Fowler’s factory, said that he
had seen an smery wheél set up.

To Mr. Hanington, K. C., witness
said that if the‘stheel were put on pro-
perly it would hardly be possible for it
to vacillate. He considered work on an
emery wheel dangerous.

To the coroner witness said that he
belleved a wire wheel was the safest
kind that could be used. He had heard
that the wheel that broke was not a
wire wheel.

To Mr. Ha,nlngton. K. C., witness
said that he  ha® had no practical
knowledge 8f the making of emery
wheels,

JOHN WALKER,

foreman of Mr. McAvity’'s moulding
shop on Broad street, where the acci-
dent occurred, said that he knew the
deceased Herbert McGaw. He went to
work’ under him on the Monday morn-
ing just previous to the accident. Was
employed on the emery wheel, grinding
castings. - 8mith was employed along
with him. Witness could not tell when
the wheel was put on the machine. He
-hod been foreman there ever since the
Messrs. McAvity took charge. He was
not there when Armstsong had it. The
foreman would give the instructions,
if necessary, in putting on a néw wheel.
The wheel that broke was on when
took . charge. Of his own
knowledge he did not know whether
or not it was a sound wheel when he
took charge. The wheel had not been
in constant use during the past 6 or 8
months. Withess made an examination
of all the machinery when he took

‘suddenly taken away,

oha.rgo.. He looked the 'emery wheel
over, and found it to be in good condi-
tion, as far as he could judge. He
| thought it was a Philadelphia wheel.
Witness did not know whether it was
a wire or an ordinary, pressed wheel,
The pieces showed that there was
no wire. He  looked , the . pleces
wver after the accident and saw no
evidence of a flaw. The casting that
McGaw was polishing was very small.
The wheel apparently fitted tightly on
the spindle. After the accident wit-
ness examined the machine and found
it in good condition 'with the excep-
tion of the rest, lever and stone, which
were broken. Witness belleved that
the accident was caused by something
catching in between the rest and the
wheel. A casting of the kind that de-
ceased was polishing w. found brok-
en close by the emery wheel. Witness
did not find the casting,’ nor did he
know who found it. The casting, the
rest and portions of the broken wheel
were shown to the jury. ‘Witness
thought that the casting the boy was
grinding caught between the rest and
‘the wheel, and broke the latter. Wit-
ness said that he bélieved that a wire
wheel was safer that any other. Would
not know by . looking at "a wheel
whether it was wire or not. Hs gave
the boy McGaw instructions when he
put him on the wheel. He instructed
him how to handle the castings ‘and
to take all precautions in every case.
He cautioned the boy ‘as much as he
did all new hands. He felt satisfied
that it was safe for & green hand to
run an emery wheel. ‘It was a com-
mon thing for an emery wheel to ex-
plode, and it was very’ dangerous
when a wheel did explode. The.par-
ties at the wheel would, in the event
of an explosion, be in a more. danger-
ous position than anybody. else in the
same room. Witness sald- that he
considered that the 'boy was cautioned
-by him'sufficlently as to the "danger in-
curred. He believed that the accident
was purely accidental. He observed
the day before the accident that the
wheel was running too slow. His at-
tention was called to it by Smith, This
was ‘apparently due to the want of
steam. Witness had Mr. Tyner to look
over the machine, who found the pul-
leys and set screws all intact. Wit-
ness could not at the time .account
for the slowness of the wheel.

To Mr. Hanington, K. C., witness
sald that if sufficlent pressure were
put on the wheel to slow it down and
the ‘tendency
would be for the wheel to jump. If
something caught between the rest
and the wheel, something would have
to give away. In that case it would
not make any difference whether the
Wwheel were made of wire or not,

ARTHUR ROURKE,

an employe in McAvity’s foundry, said
that he was in the moulding shed the
morning of the accident. He heard
that the emery wheel had broken and
went out. Found young McGaw lying
on the floor. He spoke onhce after
witness went to him. A plece of em-
ery wheel was at his (McGaw’'s) feet.
Pleces ‘'went through# a_side of the
building and :through’ th&Hoor.

JAS, IRVIN,

an employe. of the St. John Iron:
‘Works, said that he had had experi-
erice around emery wheels. He had not
seen any accident due to an. emery
wheel breaking. Yitness had been
foreman of different machine shops.
If the machine were in proper “work-
ing order the wheel should run in
about one-eighth of an inch of the
rest. It was possible that the casting
produced caught between the rest and
the wheel and caused, the accident.
Although that was possible, yet he did
not think that was the cause. The
longer an emery wheel runs the safer
it gets, because it gradually becomes
smaller. Witness saw the emery
wheel that broke a couple months be-
fore Mr. Armstrong died. It seemed
to be all right then.. Witness did not
know that it made any difference
whether an emery wheel was or was
not stored in a damp building. As
long as it. was sheltered from the
weather that was sufficient.

To. Mr. Hanington, K. ' C., witness
said that he himself had used the
wheel which broke, and at that time
it was in good working order. He did
not think that an emery wheel was any
more dangerous than other machin-
ery that is generally ‘in the same room
Witness had known an emery whee!l
to be brought to a standstill by some-
thing catching bétween it and the rest,
and not at the same time breaking.

WM. H. BARLOW,

mechanical engineer in: the employ of
Messrs. McAvity, said that he-visited
the.scene of the accident shortly after
it .occurred. He tested the machine
and found that its velocity was 1,200
revolutions per minute. If the speed
had been greater the belt might have
slipped and caused the wheel to g0
slower. That he did not consider would
cause an accident. ‘Witness believed
that the casting caught in the wheel
and caused the accident. He had seen
accidep'ts caused in the same way. He
condidered -a " corundum wheel the
best. - Sometimes such a wheel had
wire in it, and sometimes not. Some
makers considered it not safe to put
wire in an emery wheel. While wire
has a tendency to hold the wheel toge-
ther, at the same time ‘it is liable to
split it. The -danger-about an ordin-
ary pressed wheel is that of bursting.
It was not necessary for an employe
to have experience before being put at
work on an emery wheel. The rest
was adjustable, and it would not be
possible to tell how far the boy had it
from the wheel when the accident took
place. The casting might have pinched
into the wheel and have caused the
accident.
