CHARLOTT BTOWN, April 21.— A 
few weeks ago some accounts appear­
ed in the 6un of what was thought
by many to have been supernatural 
rappings in a house at Elmsdale, P. 
E. L But Elmsdale is not the only 
place on the island to furnish material 
for superstitious fears. The mysteri­
ous lights whicji tor many years had 
been seen on the ice between East 
Point and Cape Breton have lately 
been seen in their old positions. It 
Is certainly a strange affair, and re­
mains, as it has always been, shroud­
ed in mystery. Only sealers were 
ever known to travel over the ice in 
this direction. No sealers were In the 
gulf on many occasions when lights 
were seen In years past, and it is safe 
to say none were there this spring 
when a light was seen to travel in a 
westerly direction not far from shore, 
the strait being then jammed with ice. 
In the autumn months this light is 
often seen in the open gulf between 
North Cape and Bay Chaleur, as well 
as on the banks of Bradley and Or­
phan. A good many years ago the 
Miramichi Gleaner devoted an editorial 
to the affair, which It aptly called the 
‘‘Mystery of the St. Lawrence.” Some­
times It looks like a ship on fire, at 
other times it appears like a luminous 
haze as if the main body of the light 
were below the horizon. American 
skippers have often run for it, but, 
like the mirage in the desert, never 
seemed to get nearer than when start­
ing. Probably It will ever remain, as 
it always has been, the “mystery of 
the St. Lawrence.”
