Decrease of the Flocks.

Mr. Lennox then described the
farmers’ end of the situation. Great
Britain, where this enormous textile
industry is situated, had thirty mil-
lion sheep; Canada has only two mil-
lions, and the number is decreasing.
Ontario is the only province for which
statistics are complete. In 1884 it
had 1,690,733 sheep; in 1895 it had
2,022,735 sheep; in 1907 the number
had dropped to 1,106,083; a shrinkage
since 1895 of 45 per cent. This de-
crease in the face of a large increase
in the number of other animals. For
the same years the figures were:

1907. . . .2,049,666 725,666 1,162,071

Thus horses and cows have increas-
ed 30 per cent and pigs have increas-
ed 58 per cent.

Discussihg tne way in which the
farmer is going out of sheep raising
Mr. Lennox noted that mutton is the
safest - of the animal foods. In the
United States for example, for every
sheep afflicted with tuberculosis,
there were 555 cattle and 2390 hogs.

A Disappearing Industry.

He then noted the heavy decline in
the manufacture of woolens. In 1899
Canada had 270 mills, there now are
about 190, a loss of 80, or 30 per
cent.; while the loss of output is half.
Yet Canada imports $21,000,000 worth
of woolens.

Canada, Mr. Lennox, argued, is pe-
cularly adapted to sheep raising.
There are immense areas of semi-
waste land, there is immunity from
disease, the quality of mutton and
wool produced is good and conditions
are similar to those in the United
States where a successful industry
is established.

Chatham, Mass., April 13—Taking
advantage of a boisterous sea, and
without the use of any motive power,
the schooner Annie A. Booth, St. John,

ashore Saturday. An anchor attached
to the schooner's windlass was the
gole appliance. which effected the
schooner's release, although the re-
venue cutter Gresham had tried for
three days to pull the vessel off.

SKULL FOUND
ON BEACH AT

A gruesome find was made on Good
Friday by two young men named
James Sullivan and Harry Andrews
while they were strolling along the
beach near the Alms House.

It is possible the skull
was from a pauper’s grave destroyed
by the sea.
