Hun Defenses Damaged.

"We bombarded the enemy's posi­
tions today in the neighborhood of 
Serre (Somme front) and greatly 
damaged hia defenses. Northeast of 
Arras hostile working parties were 
dispersed by our fire, and north of 
Hulluch a body of enemy Infantry 
was caught by our artillery in the 
open, and suffered many casualties. 
There was considerable artillery ac­
tivity on both sides In the neighbor­
hood of Armentieres and Y pres.

“Hostile aircraft showed less en­
terprise yesterday. Much useful work 
was done by our airplanes, and two 
enemy machines were destroyed. An­
other enemy machine was forced to 
land in a damaged cdhdition. Two 
of our machines are missing. Of the 
enemy's machines destroyed since the 
23rd six fell on our side of the line."

Berlin Admits Defeat.
Berlin, Jan. 28, by wireless to Say- 

ville—After strong artillery prepara­
tion, says the official statement Issued 
today, at the headquarters of the Ger­
man general staff, English forces yes­
terday succeeded in occupying a 
small section of the most advanced 
line of the Teuton positions, defend­
ed by troops under Crown Prince 
Rupprecht. southwest of I/e Transloy 
In the region north of the River 
Somme.

The announcement reads:
"Western war theatre: Army 

group of Crown Prince Rupprecht: 
After a strong artillery fire English 
detachments succeeded in occupying 
a small section of our most advanced 
lino northwest of Le Transloy and 
north of the River Somme.

"In tiie other sectors of this front 
the day was quiet, except for a tem­
porary Increase of artillery tire In 
limited sectors and isolated advance 
guard engagements."

And Still Another.
Berlin, Jan. 28, by wireless to Say- 

vlUe—On account of superior Rus­
sian pressure <1 -cted against the 
Teutonic lines in 'iie Mesten Canesce 
sector on the Golden Bystritza river 
front, in Roumanla, says today's Ger­
man official statement, the Austro- 
German combined forces yesterday 
were compelled to withdraw to posi­
tions nearer the east bank of the 
river. Russian attacks against the 
Germans on tooth sides of the River 
Aa, in the Riga sector, were repulsed 
with heavy losses to the forces of 
Emperor Nicholas. The text reads:

“Eastern war theatre: Front of 
Prince 1/eopold: On the River Aa 
there was a violent artillery duel. On 
both sides of . the river the Russians 
launched attacks which failed under 
heavy losses.

“Front of Archduke Joseph: In the 
Mesten Canesce sector on the Golden 
Bystritza river the defense had to be 
placed nearer to the east bank of the 
stream on account of superior Rus­
sian pressure.

"Amny group of Field Marshal Von 
Mackensen: There were no important

Paris, Jan. 28 (4 p. m.)—French 
troops yesterday evening launched a 
successful surprise attack against the 
German positions between l^ea Spar­
ges and the O&lonne trench, on the 
right bank of the River Meuse, north 
of Verdun, according to the official 
French statement issued this after­
noon. Numerous German dead were 
found toy the French in the Teutonic 
trenches, and important booty was 
captured. On the left bank of the 
Meuse there was hand-to-hand fight­
ing near the eastern slope of Hill 304.

"On the right bank of the river we 
effected a coup de main last evening 
between Les Eparges and the Galon­
né, which was completely successful.

"In the region of Moulainville a Ger­
man airplane was brought down by 
the fire of our anti-aircraft guns."

Paris, Jan. 27.—The official 
nication issued toy the war office to­
night reads:

"Quite spirited artillery aotions have 
taken place on the left bank of the 
Meuse, in the region of Hill 304 and 
Le Mort Homme, and on the right 
bank In the sectors of Louve Mont and 
Bols Caurierea.

"In Lorraine our batteries destruc­
tively shelled the German organiza­
tions in the Parroy Forest. There is 
nothing to report on the rest of the 
front."

Petrograd, Jan. 28, via London, 4.45 
P. m.—(British admiralty per wireless 
press.)—Russian forces after artillery 
preparation, assumed the offensive yes­
terday against the Austro-German for­
tified positions on both sides of the 
Kimpolung-Jacobeni road, near the 
northwestern frontier of Moldavia, and 
after stubborn fighting broke through 
the Teuton lines along a front of 
nearly two miles. says the official 
statement issued today by the Russian 
war office. Prisoners and booty were 
taken by the Russians, the extent of 
which has not yet (been ascertained. 
Southwest of Riga three successive 
German attacks were repulsed by tho 
Russians.

Petrograd, Jan. 27, (via London.) — 
The official statement reads:

“XX’estem front: After a heavy bom­
bardment of our trenches east of the 
Kalnzem road, toward Chlok (west ot 
Riga), the Germans attacked our de­
tachments but were beaten back, suf­
fering great losses.

"In the region of Mitau highroad 
we liberated gas, causing a great 
panic in the German lines.

"Roumanla front: There is no 
change in the situation.

'■Caucasus front: There is nothing 
of importance to report."

"Western front, (Saturday): After 
fierce artillery preparation the Ger­
mans launched an attack against our 
detachments occupying positions on 
both sides of the Kalnzem-Chlok road, 
to the west of Riga. 'The attack was 
repulsed aed the eneiriy fled in disor­
der. Two hours later the Germans 
launched another attack on the same 
front, being again repulsed. After ar­
tillery preparation the enemy assum­
ed the offensive against our troops oc­
cupying positions six versts north­
west of the village of Kalnzem, but 
the attack was arrested by our fire.

Rev. Hammond Johnston, ot 
Queen Square Church, 
Tells of Visit to Boston and 
Impressions of the Work 
and Workers.

An interesting announcement was 
made at the evening service in St. 
Matthew's Presbyterian church last 
night, when the minister, Rev. John 
Hardwick, told the congregation that 
in May of this year the church would 
celebrate its 21st birthday.

The church was started In May, 
1896, as a mission by Rev. James Rose, 
superintendent of missions for the 
Presbyterian church of New Bruns­
wick, in a hall on Main street The 
first ordained missionary was Rev. 
H. H. Morton, now stationed tin Trini­
dad. The present building was open­
ed in December, 1898, and the congre­
gation raised from the status of a 
mission to that of an augmented 
church.

To celebrate their 21st birthday the 
church has become self-sustaining, 
and from the first of this yehr does 
not receive any aid from the mission 
funds of the Presbytery.

The leaders in the founding of the 
church were: J. Fraser Gregory, who 
was the first chairman ot the trustee 
board; Charles Beers. H. Kein and 
J. R. 'Smith. The ministers have been 
Rev. H. H. Morton, at present in 
Trinidad; Rev. A. H. Foster, now in 
Nova Scotia; Rev. J. J. McOasflrilL 
chaplain of the 73rd somewhere in 
France, and the present incumbent.
