Deserters ‘from the militia may ex-
pect no mercy as was shown on the
Barrack Square yesterday aftermoon
when ‘two brothers, Charles Fred Fan-
joy ana George Henry Fanjoy, of Cam-
bridge, Queeng county, were humill
ated in full view of the Depot Battal
fon and sentenced to a term of two
years each in the Dorchester Peniten-

No. 4060368 Private Charles Fred
Fanjoy, and No. 4060371 Private
George ‘Henry Fanjoy were tried by
District Court Martial on the 8th of
May, and the two soldiers were charg-
ed with désertion.

The two brothers who had resided
at Cambridge, Queens county, were
first brought to St. John as detaulters

found fit and placed in the Depot Bat-
talion. On the 16th of April they
were both reported as absent from
the battalion, and the military authori-
ties heard that the brothers were at
their home in Cambridge and were
hiding in the woods. A non-commis-
sioned officer and two men were aent
after the two deserters, and after
considerable gearch were unable to
find them. An officer and fifteen raen
were then sent after the brothers, and
for a week the soldlers searched the
woods but were unable to get the men
until Rev. Mr. Greenwood, a Baptist
minister came to the assistance and
discovered . the deserters in a camp
far in the woods and persuaded the
brothers to surrender, which they did
and were brought to St. John under
escort. As stated before they were
adjudged guilty by the District Court
Martial and sentenced to two years,
and this sentenced was sustained by
the officer commanding District No. 7.
At three o'clock yesterday afternoon
the Depot Battalion were paraded
on the Barack Square and were form-
ed into three sides of a hollow square
and all the officers and non-coms
were at their posts. The'two prison-
ers were marched out from the guard
house under escort, and the adjutant
of the battalion read the charge an
the sentence to them. The brothers
were returned to the guard house and
their next journey will be to Dorches-
ter.

It was mentioned yesterday by an
officer, that any other deserters may
expect to receive the same sentence,
that there are at present some men
absent, and if they dom’t give them-
selves up they will surely be captured
and given the same sentence as the
Fanjoy brothers.

FIRST MACKEREL
OF THE SEASON

The Fish Are Being Taken in
Bay of Fundy This Week—
Good Catches Reported.

The first mackerel of the season in
the Bay of Fundy are being taken by
trap fishermen this week. Yesterday
fifty bdrrels were taken across the
bay in the vicinity of Burns Point and
seven barrels were taken from the
Sandford trap near Yagmouth. A
considerable quantity is being taken
at Tusket Islands. The advance
school is gradually working its way
eastward and the main body of fish is
expected soon off the southern coast
of Nova Scotia, The catches yester-
day are considered by fishermen to be
very encouraging.

Large schools of sardine herring
have struck into the lower Bay of
Fundy and Passamaquoddy bay, The
fish have been scarce for weeks, but
pow the canneries are receiving
good supplies, Night work has been
necessary at some of the factories to
take care of the fish. The Deer Ts-
Jand fishermen appear to have had
the best luck this week of any. Most
of the damaged weirs have been re-
stored, and prospects just now are
bright for e profitable season with
fish worth $25 a hogshead.
