Then
for most of the time until March 8 she was
detained by ice and gales. Three times she
was frozen in solidly for more than two
weeks, and once she was carried ashore by
ice floes. Her trip around the cape is the
longest on record.

JUN'S WEEKLY REVIEW
OF TRADE CONDITIONS,

New York, March 11—R. G. Dun & Co.’s
weekly review of trade will say tOmOITow:—
More seasonable weather has brought in-
creased activity in business, normal condi-
tions existing for the first time this year
at many points. Manufacturing returns are
tavorable as to steel and footwear, but tex-
tile mills are not active and a further cur-
tailment of cotton spinning is probable.
Settlement of several important labor con-
troversies have been accompanied by new
and soft coal miners have not yet
reached an nt with the operators.
There is much encouragement in the pig
iron statistics just issued by the Iron Age.
Total production during February increased
to 1,242,382 toms, against 964,251 tons in the
preceding month and surpassing all figures

Few changes are recorded in quotations,
wire .advancing $1 per ton, and some other
lines of pig iron have secured a similar gain
to that recorded last week for Bessemer. The
present stage of idle machinery steadily de-
creases, and some reports state that the out-
look is brighter than at any time since last
spring.

Lea‘t_her is quiet and weakness has develop-
od in some sections of the market, although
movement of belting butts has improved.
Retailers and jobbers report an improved de-
mand for seasonable footwear. Orders are
chiefly for fancy calf and kid shoes, and new
business includes a large proportion of tan
goods that were almost wholly neglected a
year ago. (Cotton mills are ng.ain feeling the
disturbing influence of violent inflation of the
raw material, and it is stated that much
machinery will become idle when present
stocks of cotton are exha . Prices are
unchanged and demand slow at first hands.
Jobbers are doing a fair trade in the aggre-
gate, but dealers are taking small lots. For-
ward business in the primary market is
against buyers, but they are indifferent, only
purchasing for jmmediate needs. There is
practically no export trade. 'Woolen goods
are without feature, but Japan silks are §
to 7% per cent. higher.

Last week’s tendency of the leading staples

has been accelerated, resulting in some wide
fluctuations in quotations. Cotton continued
to advance with scarcely any interruption,
the leading interest dominating the market
and receiving more support from individual
traders than at any previous time this sea-
son.
A somewhat better spot demand from do-
mestic spinners was the only legitimate sup-
port, and this was offset by further extensive
preparations for the mext crop.

St. Petersburg, March 14—General Zil-
inski telegraphs as. follows, under yester-
day’s date:— .

Makaroff Will Fight Hard.

Yin Kow, March 14—The local Russian
authorities are apparently ncensed and
manifestly much annoyed at the solicitous
inquiries of 'the commanders of foreign
gunboats regarding the projected blocking
of the Liao river before the arrival of the
Japanese, which latter event is regarded
as a foregone conclusion. Although the
blocking of the Liao and also the defense
of the settlement and native town are re-
garded as unattainable, it is certain that
a disposition of guns has been made and
a defense plan has already! been arranged.
The arnival of General Kondralovitch a
few days ago, however, threatened to
cause the abandonment of the original in-
tention. . Z

The best Russian information obtainable
at Port Anthur and Newchwang admits
the government’s intention to fall back in-
definitely until it can complete the mo-
bilization of 300,000 troops for the purpose
of assaulting and opposing the Japanese,
and probably 200,000 more to oppose the
Chinese.

The same opinion assents that Viee-Ad-
miral Makaroff will fight hard. He is
determined to weaken the enemy at any
costt and make the operation of the Baitic
Sea fleet in the far east feasible, though
it may be necessary to fight without .th‘e
Pallada, Czarevitch and Retvizan which,
it is admitted, cannot be. fully repaired
within six moniths. On account of the un-
certainty of cuccessfully constiucting a
mud dock in which to repair the Czare-
viteh and Retvizan, naval experts allow
a year for the work.

Togo Made it Warm for Russians.

Tokio, March 13.—Official and private
reporis both indicate that Vice-Admiral
Togo’s founth attack oa Port Arthur on
the torth instant, was the most effective
snce the firet arcault of a month ago.

120 Projectiles Fired Into Port Arihur,

The clsng action wae the bombardment
of the inmer harbor by the Japanese bat-
tieships. The latter took a positicn south-
wewt of Pont Arthur and used only 12-inch
guns. There were twenty-four 12-nch
guns in the squadron of six baitleships and
each gun was fired five rounds, making a
total of 120 huge projectiles that were fired
at the city. The bombardment was delib-
erate and carefully planmed. In order %o
aid in perfecting the firing, Viee-Admiral-
Logo stat.oned he oruicens in a po-ttron
due exkt of the entrance to the harbor
end at a right angle to the battleships.
The cruisens observed the range and effect
of the firing and reported the result and
suggstions by wirelesy telegraphy. These
observations and reports greatly aided the
gunners in their efforts to make every chot
comnmt.

Vice-Admiral Togo nwas unable to defin-
itely learm the resu't of the bombardment
but later private reports indicate that
much destrudtion was caused in the city,
where a wseries of fires broke out. There
aléo was damage to battries.

Captain Shokiro Asai, commanding the
fictilla of torpedo boat. destroyers, which
engaged the Russian destroyers, is the hero
of the attack. He had only three destroy-
efs, but attacked the six Russian destroy-
ers, ordering his craft to close in with the
enemy. He steamed so eclcse to the
enemy’s destroyers that they ahnest touch-
ed and a most desperate conflict ensued,
from which the Russiang retired badly dis-
abled.

] :ps Had Some Losses.

The Javanese flotilla which sunk the
mines at the mouth ¢f the harbor later
engaged two Russian destreyers. This
fHiotilla was commanded by Commander
Tsuchiya.

Vice Admiral Togo’s object in sending
cruisers to Talien \Wan Bay was to en-
compass the destruction of a signal station
mine depot at Samshantao. 'This object
was achieved and the buildings were de-
molished. . -

Rear Admirals Dewa and Uriu partici-
pated in the operations under Vige Ad-
miral Togo, the details of whose operations
became known in Japan only today and
phe news created invense enthusiast.
