Moncton, May 4—A case of attempted 
suicide by a young woman about twenty- 
one years of age, as the result of grief at

Thursday the steamship men formed a 
federation agreeing to stand together in 
this matter and they announced that they 
had decided on a plan of action. A fea­

Union Men at Their Rate Now.

He is free to engage what foremen and 
men he wishes and there is nothing to in­
dicate that he will employ other than 
members of the Longshoremen’s Associa­
tion and he will pay the rate of wages 
fixed by the association, at least tempor­
arily. -Meanwhile, at the request of the 
shipping men, the president of the board 
of trade has called a meeting of the board 
to which are invited the shipping men, 
stevedores and officers of the Longshore­
men’s Association. It is to be held at 8 
o’clock next Tuesday evening in the board 
of trade rooms. After Monday next the 
new executive of the Longshoremen's As­
sociation will be in office and the fixing of 
Tuesday as tl)e date for the joint meeting 
will give the new executive a chance to 
attend.

The shipping men propose that at that 
meeting they will present in detail their 
case baçed, they say, upon the best inter­
ests of the port. They will have a prop­
osition to lay before the meeting, stating 
what rate they feel can be paid, desiring 
also to make it a fair one to the men. They 
also will present facts bearing upon the 
conditions in other ports, the rate of 
wages paid there, etc. There is expected 
to be a general discussion.
Hope Rate Will Be Lowered.

In speaking of the matter to a reporter 
yesterday, a shipping man said that it is 
hoped that between now and then, and 
after hearing presentation of the ship­
ping men’s case, the longshoremen will 
change their minds on the wages question 
and come down from the 40 cent rate.

The federation of the steamship men, 
he said, was hurriedly accomplished but 
if there were no change by the longshore­
men it would be given a more permanent 
character and there was the possibility of 
bringing in men from Montreal or else­
where, because the skipping interests were 
determined- not to pay the 40 cents.

The decision by Sheriff Barrett today to

Today, for the first time since the strike 
developed, a woman was shot. The victim 
was Mrs. W. Claret. She was attending to 
her household duties in her fiat when some 
one in a mob below fired a shot through 
a window. The -bullet wounded the wom­
an in the neck.

known strike breaker from a mob of more 
than 1,000 persons. He had rushed, beaten 
and bleeding, into Mr. Schaeffer’s parlor 
for protection. Police escorted the negro 
to a street car. Another fugitive strike 
breaker concealed himself in the cellar of 
N. J. Austin, next door to Schaeffer’s 
home. Six women, including Mrs. Austin, 
formed an escort for the man, marched 
him through the mob to a street car. The

ly by strike sympathizers, 
the cars at i>omU further along the line.
