The coming May Day will show the
world how much excuse there really is!

for the extremely disquieting stories now
being cabled from France. If these a_,'.anL;
ing reports reflect actual conditions the;
country which is but beginnng to forget
the recent threat of war with Germany
__a conflict which would have been a fight !
for national existence—is now shaken by!
domestic disturbances so great as to prom-
ise widespread trouble. The great ‘mining
disaster, the struggle over church and
state, the ominous unrest of labor, the
short Jife of national administratons, the
excitability of the people generally—all
these elements combine to produce a situ-
ation full of grim possibilities.

In Paris the troops-are said to be strong
