The Ruler of Egypt.

A recent firman issued by the Turkish
Sultan confirms Ismail Pasha in his title of
Khedive of Egypt and makes the dignity
hereditary in the family,, legitimating the’
altered line of succession according to
primogenitare. This provision for thesuc--

- cession is in direct conflict with the teach-
. ings’of the ‘Mahometan ‘religion, as the
Koran says that the eldest surviving male
of the family shall succeed to the place of
a deceased dignitary, and it gnay hereafter
lead to serious trouble from the Mahome-.
tan subjects of the Khedive. As the Sultan
hasjhitherto manifested extreme jedlousy
on account of the pretensions-to sovereign- .
ty put forth by the Khevive, this con-
cession to the latter must have been brought
et by peculiar inoflnences. It. is
probable that a bribe of money was wused
to procure the firemean, as' such induce-
ments have previously been effectually em-
ployed bg the tian ruler in his deal-
1ngs with the Sublime Porte.  1smail Pasha
is the third in lineal descent, and the fifth
in succession, from the renowned Mehemet,
Ali, who'in 1832, and again in 1839, would"
have wrested the throne of Constantinople
from its posséssor T it had not been fory
the inter vention of Great Britain, Russia,
Austria and Prussia, who dictated a peace’
by which-the Pashalic-of Egypt was se-
cured to him and his descendants on con-
dition of paying one-quarter of his clear
revenues to the Sultan as tribute, restoring
to the latter his fleet and certain.provinocs,
which Mehemet had conquered; and limit-'
ing the army of Egypt to 18,000 men.
Ismail Pasha succeeded to the governinent
of Egyptin 1863, and et once adopted a
poligy of administration modeHed after that
of European States. He had been edu-
cated in Paris, had travelled extensively,
and was Iullz slive to the importance of
developing the internal resources of his
country as a means ¢f raising-it to impor-
tance among nations. He took an active
part in the construction of the Suez Canal;
and of the capital stock of that important
work, amounting to $82,500,000, the
Khedive * holds ' $40,000,000. - A ruler of
large views and unbounded ambition, it is
not likely that he will be satisfied until he
frees himself from all semblance of vasal-

He
knew—none-better—that if he had enjoy-
ed a high personal consideration, all France
would have been at his feet. As it was,
he shines out from the darkness of the time
with all the sombre splendour which sup-
rounds the names of revolutionary fmen.

Championship Dog Fight—Brutality
ot the Crowd and the Contest—Sicke
" ening Details of the Struggle.

A dog ﬁght'took blace at Weekawken,
near New York, on Tuesday night, for o
purse of $2,000 and the Championship of
America. The scene was one of the most
bratal ever witnessed. A perusal of
the following account from the New York
Herald should make -every one addicted to
the too common practice of encouraging
dogs to fight ashamed of his taking plea-
sure in such disgusting exhibitions of can-
ine courage : :
THE CHARACTERS PRESENT.

Scores of men, with great ugly jaws,
crushed and battered noses" and scowling,
sinister eyes, are swa%geriu about vomit-
ing oaths and scarrillity. Many of them
are flashily dressed and wear an aggressive,
insolect air. Mingling with these are a
hundred or more young men, old men and
boys, of a class that" may be met with any
morning in the various Police Courts of the
city. They are dressed in such ill-fitting
garments as happened to comein their
way ; and exhibit. abundant evidence of
poverty. Many ofjthem are thieves, junkies
of the river and night prowlers, who are
attending the dog fight for the purpose of
increasing their brutal disregard. of life
and suffering and to familiarize their eyes
and nerves to scenes of blood and slaugh
ter. At.a little distance from the principal
gathering several well-known saloon keep-
ersand an Alderman of the city of New
York are chatting and laughing.

The Governor General’s Drawinge
Room.

A full dress drawing room and reception
was beld Tuesday evening at the Parlia-
ment Buildings, Toronto, by their Excel-
lenvies the Governor Generaland the Coun-
tess of Dufferin.

'Their  Excellen-
cies were accompanied by His Honor, the
Lieutenant Governor, and Mrs. Howland,

Col. Fletcher, Lieatenant Coulson, A.D.C,,
and Capt. Cartis, A.D.C. to the Lieuten-
ant Governor.

The Earl of Dufferin wore the uniform
of a Lord. Lieutenant, with the star and
ribband of the Bath. The Countess of
Dnufferin wore a pink satin dress, witha
light blue silk ovsrskirt, and a magnifi-
cent,coronet of diamonds. Mrs. Howland
was attired ih pink and silk, with white
lace trimmings. Mr. Howland wore his
uniform of Lieut-Governor.

Their Excellencies stood in front of the
dais, the doors were immediately thown
open, and the presentations commenced.
Lieut.-Ool. R. B, Dennison regulated the
speed of entrance, and the presentations
were made alternately by Lieut-Col. Cum-
berland, A. D. G.,and Lieutenant Coulson,
A. D.C, The members of the ;Ontario
'Government, and several officers were in
attendance on His Excelloncy.

After presentation, those presented filled
the spaces behind-the two lines of officers
and the galleries, and so many were there
that many could not find room inside the
doors. The bands were stationed outside
the building, and ' performed selections of
musie during . the presentations, These
lasted from nine till half-past ten o’clock.
Their Excellencies then entered into con-
versation for -a few minutes with several
members of the immense and hrilliant as-
semblage, and left the Chamber at precise-
ly twenty minutes to eleven. .
