: the steam colls of the radiator, and 
connecting this boxed-in space with 
the outside air by means of a pipe con- 
nected to the bottom of the radiator 
at the opposite end from the steam-

: pipe connection. The air pipe pene- 
;trates the wall of the room at right 
angles from the radiator. At the top 
of the inclosing box, between each 
pair of steam coils, there are a series 
of perforations. Thus, when the coils 
are hot, a draft is created which sucks 
the air through the inlet pipe, and dis- 
charges it, after being heated by the
