The statement is as follows :—

Home Rule, now a popular ferm, is used
here to axpress shoctly the right of the Scottish
people to manage their own affairs.

There are some who assert that, although tte
Union of England and Scotlaud in 1707 was
arxomplished in defiance of ‘the wishes
of the Scottish nation, and by bribery
on the part of England, yet the benefits to
Scotlana have been so great as to counterbals
nnce any inconveniences felt by it through the
removal of its Legislature to London, Thisis
an utter fallaoy. What Scotland desired was a
faderal, not sn_ inccrporating union. The in.
corporating union has baen productive of untold
evils to the smaller nation. The Unin was
carried  through by ~the most . shameful
corruption, nagaitst the remonstrances of
the ~ Scottish nation, the open hos
tility of the citizens of Edinburgh and
Glasgow, and of & lmie section of the people in
other districts of the Kingdom, Scotland
entered the Union without a_peuny of debt
upon ber National rezourcer. To-day ehe is a
joins obligant in an enormous debt of nealy
seven hun:ied and forty million pounds sterling,
mainly civsed by the French war, fighting the
enemy of England, not Scotland—for the Scota
were alwaye a pesceful people, at war with no
country but England, and that only in self-
defence. Prior to the Union we bad free trade,
free imperts and free exporta. The cottar then
enjoyed hie mug of home-brewed ale,
and the artizan his cup of claret, free
of duty., Free trade was aboliched, and
heavy fiscal and excise duties were imposed,
not orly on all imports but also on exports,
The Union was the main caues of two Rebel.
lions in 1715 and 1745; after each of which
some of the best blood of Scotland was abed
upon the scaffold. The Capital of Sootland
was well nigh ruined, and grass grew mpon her
streets,  Scotland was drained of her best
bicod and of her treasure, To euch a state of
poverty did the cruntry sink, that estates were
purchazed for less than the annual rental of the
preeent dey. 'Che aristoerecy and landed gentry
became to & large dxtent non-rasident, and this
evil has increased: every year. The Union
brought  Seczssions and  Disruption . upon the

OCur national
mstitutions have been amailed by those who
knew little and cared less about the national
sentiment of our prople. In England onr Scot-
tizh conrts have been treated as non existent,
the jmisgiction of our Suprexe Court has heen
gat at naught, and in definnce of the Treaty of
Union, Scotsa:en are now competled to appear
in English courts, if srrved with aa Eoglish
writ whlle casually in Exgland. . 'The estates of
decraged Sco'chmen are dragged into Chancery,
if, perchance, ony emsll portion of them 18
situated in Eaglind. The Appeal to the House
of Lotds is not oaly & menns of oppreadion to
poor Scattish litigsnts, but the Xoglish Law
bLords often decide according to Englsh
opinion and in igrorance of Scotiish law.
It is the highest compliment to the wi.dom of
cur Scottish Parliaments that the laws enacted
by them have stood so well the test of time.
The systemat law which Scotland has reared is
the admiration of the juriats of Eorzpe. Modern
requirements, however, call for the enactment
of new laws, and bere it is that the neglect of
Scottish businens tells most sericualy upon the
prosperity of tha country, The legislative
neglecs cf Scotland has been, snd la, such as no
uther conntry in the world would have boroe so
long with patience. It is next to impossible to
get any mew lawa pased for Scotland. The
present compulsory Ecucation Act was de-
layed for twenty-five years, and the
Criminal Law Amendmens Act for thirty
years, after Scotland wes ripe for legislatin
in regard to both. The law of Hypothec hss
not yet been entirely abolished, aithough this
was demanded twenty five years ago. The Im-
perial Parliament has become an unwieldy
machine, completely congested snd unable to
overtoke all its maoltifarious duties. There ara
many questions ripe for settlement in Scotland
—:uch as Religwoua Equality, Land Lows,
Liquir Tratfic, Gams Laws, Fishery Lawe,
Local Govirnment Boarde, These and all
other questions affecting our Religion, Edura-
ticn, and the administratun of Juatic: csn be
properly settl-d only by a Ncoulizh Legis'ature
sitticg 1a Scotland, ]

Tce pecuniary 1035 i3 no less seriouy to Seot:
lapd. Our conmntry in the most heavily tax-d
portion of the United Kingdom, as a fow hgures
will show. Inone year (1571), the taxation prr
head ot the population wasas follows :—Eng-
lishmen piid £2 2a. 113d. ; Scotchmen paid
£2 125, 634, ; and Irichmen £l 6a. 04d. Scotch-
men thus paid nearly 102, per head merre than
Eugrlishmen and mcre than_doutle what Irich-
men paid. Thus while Ireland contributed
somewhers like eight millions to the Imperial
Treasury, Scotland's contribution was upwards
«f nine millions, although the population is
about a million lees then that of Ireland. The
results in any other yenrs that may be relected
within tbe laat twenty-five years, though not so
grossly unfair, sre cqually steriling. Daring
this period Stotland has paid anaually into the
Imperial Treasury nearly double the amount
prr head of the snm paid by Ireland
scd from 2s. 6d. to 123, more per head
than the amount contributed by England.
Scotland has, during these last twenty-
five yesrs, paid at least ten millions more in
proportion than has bzen exacted from England.
The exaction from Scotland, 8 compar.tively
poor country, of abrut & milijon & year of taxa-
tion more than should be imposed if the rate per
hend were the satue o2 in Ecgland, ie due main-
ly to the fact that while reat estate in Scotland
is azsessed at its full actual rental, under valua-
tions carefully made annually, the valuationsin
England are made only every third year, and at
sums much below the actual rentals. Further,
while Ireland coontributes only about £1,200,000
to the Exchequer forthe support Lf the army
and navy, the intereat of the national debb, and
other imperial chsrges, Scotland, aiter defraying
her own expenser, sends upwaufs of £6,600,000
for these purposes, Ireland has been relieved
of about ten willion ponnde of the loans gat by
her from the Imperial Exchequer during the
last forly yearr, but Scotland has received no
such consideration,

‘What return does Scotland get for her hand-
rome contributions to the Imperial purss?
Pat ing aside Imperial expenditure, whith
ought to beuefit the three XKiongdoms ia equit-
sble proportions, instead of being confined
almost entirely to Ergland, let us see what
granta were received for *‘local or provineial
purposea  During the year 1885, £495,480 was
spent on public buildings in Eoglacd, and £280,-
212 1n Ireland ; while Scotland had to bs con-
tent with £10,000, which was a'l expended on
the erection of Sherid-Court Bvildings. But it
must be remembered that one-half of the cot
of these buildings had to be raized by local taxs
tion, while in England the whole cost of the
erection of County Court buildings 19 defrayed
by the Treasury. Pablic money is thus spent
with & lavisb hand in England and Ireland,
while a beggarly return is given to Scotland.

Now let ts denl with the ealaries and ex-

ensos of tke Civil Departments of the three
%ingdoms. The grants for _the salares in the
Civil Department were, to England, £532,249,
to Ireland, $293,8306, to Scotland, £50,464—not
one-fourth of what was granted to Ireland and
not owe-tenth of the erants to England,

What were the expenses for the administra
tion of law amd justicc in each of the three
Kingdoms? ZEnpglieh law and justice cosb
£8,911,841; Irish, £2,169,210 ; Sootch, £485,745.
Qur Univereities and Scientifie, Art, and other
Institutions are starved, and grants are given'
to us with & siinted hand . and doled out ina
mant mpgardly manner. It has bern truly said,
“Ireland receives all benefits snd few burdens;
Scotland, a!l burdens and fow benefits; Eug.
land, burdens and benefita alike.” Scotland s
taxed for her locomotion, while it is free
in Iraland and comparatively 60 in Eng-
land. She is tsxedl to support -the
London Matropolitan police, none of the
expenass for the tupport of that force beiog de-
frayed by the ratepayera of that city; while
even the maintenance of the public ﬁ:rks in
London is charged on the Imperial Revenue.
‘Seotland i taxed to provide pensions for the
English and Irish polics ; while her own police
are denied a similar boon. The expenditure
for Police and Education in Ireland is almost
entirely provided for out. of the Imperial
Funde. - It has been caloulated that the‘annual

The cry of wretshedne:s conies yearly from
our Highland population, and makes life bitter
in the Lowlanda of Scotland. Pover:yand poar
rates were at one time unknown_in the High-
lande and Islands of Scotland. Destitutionand
misery now prevail sawmong our croflcra and
cottara. The imposition of poor rates gives
little or porelief. Even many of thoge who are
osssessed are, through their poverty, unable to
meet this burden, Tais misery and deatitution
are now spreading, and are largely attributable
to the seat of Goverament beiog in Eng'and..
Our countrymen besecch ua to send them bread,
and our Government send them soldiers and
gunboata. Hunstiog-grounds are at a preminm
in the Highlands ana Islande, and the patives
of the glans, who have dwelt there from remote
antiqnity, have bren removed to make way for
deer forests. The land being thus taken
from the psuple, numbers of them are
driven into tha lirger towns, whers they sink
into she loweat graies of mirery, wany of them
being found among, what are termed, the lupsed
masses, How sre we to assist them? The Ir:-
perial Parlameat will do nothing until our
people are goaded to fury and rise in revolt;
then they pats a Crofter’s Act, which orly gives
temporary relief and assizts in making the
wretchedress and misery more apparent,

« All classes hava to lament in Scotland the
pradual closing up of the rural walks around
our towns, and especially in many parts of the
Highlands, by the encronchmenis of landiords
and sp:rismer. Maay of them are Englishmen
of great influence in Parliament, so tbat the
wronzs thus inflicted on the public ave denied a
legislative remedy; and, as our present Lord
Advocate 1eplied, when unrged lately by the
Sc tt'sh Rights of Way Snciety to place the
public rights of way in Sentland undur the pro-
tection vt the Procurator's Fiscal, who prose-
cute every petty thief at the public ¢xpense, the
Treasnry will not give a shilling to defend the
right of the public to traverse their pative land,
The * Laud of brown heath a=3 shafpy wosd,
land of the mcuntain atd the flcod™ is mo
longer a8 open as it used to be to ita toiling
sons, and they are being deprived of the invo-
eggxt recreations of the mountain and the river
side.

Another gerions drain to Scotland is the con
stant migration tu London of her men of talent
Whenever a Scoitieh painter riees to eminence
he removes to London, where most of the no-
bility and gt-ntr¥ of Scotland reside, who ought
10 be the natural patrons of Scotch arf, Our
literary men de the same, musicians and poets
follow, and ** Edina, Scotia’s darliog seat,” 18
rapidly sinking into the rosition of a provincial
town, This would be remedied to a great ex-
tent by the restoration of ‘' Legislative soves-
eign powers,” She might then hope to retain
her own rons, and thue beiter (o deserve the
nome of Midera Athens,

Effurts have been made from time to time to
obtain & remedy from the [mperial Parlisment,
but as time rolla op, matters grow worse, and
London becomes larger and_ richer every year.
The time aesigned to Scottish businese in the
House of Commons is the small hoursof the
morning, and after the Scottish memberz bave
debated among themselves, the Englich mem.
bers trcop in ab the sound of the division-bell
and vote dead against the Sco'tish, if soin-
structed by the Party Whip, and by their nu-
merical majority swamp them. Thishas been
done again and rgain, in measures which the
hearts of the Scottish p.ople were set on seeing
passed into law,

The House of Commons contaios 670members,
England and Wales send 495, Ireland sends
1¢3, and Scotland sends only 72 membera, Ac-
crrding to population, Ireland is over and Scot-
land is under-represented ; but what iz more
garioun is the difficulty of finding suitabla
Scotchmen to nndergo the expense, worry, and
breaking up of family ties involved in atten-
dance for more than half the vear at the sittings
of Parliament in Tinndon, To the London bar-
riater a seat for & Scottish constituency secures
profesrional advaucemunt without interfering
with biabusiness. Accordingly, we find ammng
our 72 members of Parliament, 32—nearly cce
balf,—ocf whom 16 are London barristers, snd
theotber 16 have no residence in Scotland. Our
country appears to have become the happy
huuating-ground of the Englieh carpe:-bsgaer.
Csn it be wondered at, if, with such represen-
tatives, the intereita of Scotland are weither
understoad nor protected ? .

- If we had legislation for Scot'and in Scotlsnd,
and for Jmperial matters in London, the com-
paratively shart eeasions would form po obstacle
to our obtaining & real Soottish representation

Our landed proprietors, who are now thankful
to return to their eslates if they can keep them,
would glagly dizchatge parliamentary daties m
their own oapital, and the representation ¢f a
Scottish constituency would be brought within
the reach of many an able Scottish workman

-who is shut out fcr the present from the ephere

of his most laudable ambition.

property.  While Scotchmen first and Britons
sfteraardrs, we would welcome the opportunity
which woald then be given to the colonies and
dependunci-s of the Empire to send tepresenta-
tives to the Imperial Parliament, if it were re-
lieved of the local legielation which at present
‘retards the great plan of Imperial Federation.
.The movewent is no new movement, for,
since that dsy on which the Souttich Union
Commi-sionsra bad to fly for their lives before
the fury of Edinburgh citizens, eager to prevent
their country from bLeing incorporated with its
poweriul n-ighbor, down to the present time,
thera has alanys existed a band of patriotic
Scotsmen who have looked forward to again
beholding Scutland managing her own National

afiairs.  Throvgh these lobg years this
hope has wevwir beem lost sight of.
It seews brighter at the present time,

and since the Scoitish Home Rula Association
was formed in 1850 its wembersbip bas rapidly
increased. and cow includes & considerable
numter of the electors of Scotland. The move-
went, however, r:ccives comparatively little
support from the upper and middle clasees, rome
of whom are blirdsd by the glamour of the coa-
fiict about Hure Rule for Ireland, and others,
wrapped in selfish eass and apathy, are indif-
ferent to & caconal novement unless it closely
affects their own personal interests. Many of
our Scotck memb:rs of Parliameny view the
movement with a jealous eye, knowing that,
once accomplished, tbeir occupation would
bs gone. DBut, like all other national
wmovements, its  strength lies among
the peopls, 2nd history is only repeating itself.
It was the commmon peopls in time past led the
movement which preserved our National Inde-
pendence. It was the common poople who in
time past led the movement which nchisved our
Religious Liberty., Again, it is the common
people who fortanntely porsess now the power
as well 28 the patriotism, that mainly support
thg preseut movement against the thraldom of
baving our national affsirs mismansged in Kpg.

THE SALISBURY CLIQUE.

Wint Thelr Xext Probable Move Toward
Irclund Will be—The French
Cabinet Crisis.

———

LoNpON, April 2.—Much anxiety is folt in
Ireland at the uncertainty of the posit.on in
which land legis!ation is found in Parliament at
she termination of the seven years’ lease under
the land commussion fixed by act of Parliament.
The Government have apparently come to a
definits decision with regard to what they want
todo. All kinds of rumors are sfloat, the most
startlicg of which is that a propoasition is under
coneideration to dircontinue toe advances of
funds which have been going on under Mr.
Gladstont’a lust act of May, 1881, and to wind
up the purchase departmens of the land commis-
sion altose her, Although it is bardly credible
that the Tories would commit so great a wrong
aa this, the statemeat nevertheless comes from a
quarter likely to Le well informed of the inten-
tions of the Salistury clique. At the best it
looks pretty had for Ireland at present although
the Irah may expect kindlier and more manly
treatment with the next Gladatone administra-
ion,

The proporal for a revision of the cxnatitution
of the French republic was condemned unquals-
fiedly by Floquet, Ferry, Rouvier, Goblet,

Brieson and all! the meas who set the
intereats of the country abo-e those of
party.  Tirard compared Boulanger to a

The dis-
sents which have been sent in amount o only
£400,000 in -ull. The vast majority of 8 per
gent. holdera therafore accept the_change, and,

The action
was tried before Chief BaronPalles and a special
jury sbortly before Christrcas, and resulved in
a vardict for Whelan, with a judgment against
Lord Lansduwne. The sheriff procesded to
Loughlass to-day for the purpose of evicting
Lord Lanadowne, in pursuance of the judg-
meut, It is neediess to say that he was not
attended by the formidable array of military
and police’ which ome is accustomad
to eee on sach occasions, and that he did not
call for a corps of Emergencymen to aid him in
breaking in the door.

BOULANGERISM,

THE GREAT POLITIOAL CRISIS IN FRANCE— BOG-
LANGER'S GROWING POWKER LIEMON-
STBATED.

Loxnpox, March 30.—M. Boulanger held a re-
ception yesterdsy in his salon, Paris, snd re-
ceived hosta of people, who camo a8 his frisnds
to offer him their sympathy and encouragement.

It is poasible
that, in the orisis which all this has
brought about, President Carnot may succeed in
persuadiog somwe of the party lendera to form
an evanescent minjetry, for it could be nothing
more ab the best but a direct np{rea.l to the
nation, which is now inevitable, and the longer
the appeal to the suffrages of the people is de-
layed the greater bacomes the probability of
the complete trinmph of Boulanger, He, less
by his owa qualities than by the blunéering
and imprudent tactics of bis enemiss, is rapidly
becoming the one man of France in the eyes of
the multitude, and is likely soon to hold in his
hands a power greator even than that enjoyed
by Thiers and by Gambetta in their days of
gr2atest authority, In the meantime curious
ministerial combinations are being talked about
as possible makeshifta. Thote most prominent-
ly discussed are a Radical Cabinet with Floguet
or Clemenceau at the head.
