In oonneStion with ny 

telegrams as to Anglo-Soviet relations, we are advised 

that the termination of the Russian Trade Agreement of 

1981 In relation to this country would not. In the 

absence of intimation that the notes exchanged of July 

3rd 1988 are no longer regarded as governing the relations 

between Canada and Soviet, necessarily terminate the 

operation of the Agreement ae between the Soviet Govern­
ment and the Canadian Government, Of oourse the Soviet 
Government might aot on the view that, under the Agreement 
to Canada ae well as ourselves, it is relieved of any 
obligati one.

With regard to the continuance of the Agreement
as between Canada and Soviet, we ehould be grateful if 
your Ministers would consider what action they will take 
and as to their decision give us early information.
Bspoolally as the Soviet action which has led to the 

present situation is directed against the institutions 
of all parts of the British Empire, we should like to

suggest for consideration that ae regarde the retention 
of Soviet representatlvoe that thle la a natter on which 
uniformity of action by the various members of the 
Commonwealth oonoemed would present great advantages.

It le our impression that there are, under the Trade 

Agreement, at the moment, no representatives in Canada and
