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2nd. Eternal life is a “ (it ; and you don’t need
to pray for it ;” but in simple faith receive it. (Rom.
vi, 23, John v, 14). Wondrous truth, God’s gift to
lost and ruined man, the guilty sinner, the whoso-

evers of earth’s remotest bounds.

Jed. Assurance or “knowledge of salvation.”
“These things have I written unto you that believe
on the name of the Son of God ; that ye may know
that ye have eternal life.” (I John v, 8-13). What
arace ! God has written to all those that believe on
the name of His Son, that they (and they only) may
(not merely have “a good hope but ”) know that they
have eternal life.  'What blessed assurance this gives,
God has said it, who may doubt it! whodare l|lli'\li1|ll it!
and what power in heaven or hell can change it. Yes
