A View of the French Exhibition.

The Trocadero hill is named after a fort at Ca-
diz that the French captured some fifty years
ago. It stands on the fashionable side of the
Seine, and slopes down to the river, over which
a bridge cslled the Ponte de Jena, named after
Bonapsrte’s great victory over Prussia, goes di-
rectly by theee arches to the great portal of the
Exhibition. A year sgo this bill was #n irregu.

son. A few weeks will make it wavy with green
grass, crown it with a martial statue, and afford
the noblest view of the great structure in point,
that aey part of Pacis can give.
