Rossland Mines Installing
Machinery—Progress
of Work.

Last Week’s Ore Ship-
ments Were Large—Re-
view of Mines.

Much interest has attached during
the past week to the advances achiev-
ed in the construction work under ‘way
in the Rossland camp. In respect to
mining operations, specifically, good
progress has also been made. The ore
production was maintained at a large
figure, and che first month of the new
year will close with the ore output
close t» 40,000 tons.

The commencement of shipments
from the White Bear mine has been
delayed by the non-arrival of plant
recessary to complete the equipment
of the headworks, but the work of in-

stalling the plant already in hand has

been pushed ahead. The hoist is in

position and the 150 horse power mo-
toc supplying power for the winding
machinery is set up. The cable for the

hoist is now on the ground. It is a

one-inch steel wire rope, being only

an eighth of an inch smaller in dia-
meter than the cable in use at the Le

Roi mine. The great strength repre-

sented by this rope is necessary in view

of the fact that the ore to be shipped
will be hoisted from the 1000 level,

The twenty-drill compressor plant
for the White Bear was delivered dur-
ing the week. It will not be operated
until the 350 horse power motor order-
ed to furnish the power is received,
and the date of the arrival of the mo-
tor is indefinite. The White Bear com-~
pressor when completed will .be a rep-
lica, on half scale, of the Nickel Plate
electrical compressor now supplying
air for the Josie mine.

At the Rossland Power company’'s
concentrator good progress has been
made with the installation of machin-
ery. the Trent mills being now  in
place. Some twelve cars of machin-
ery have been delivered at the works
tc date, and further consignments of
rlant are in trangit. This would seem
to promise that the completion of the
works will mot be- retarded through
deiays in the receipt of machinery.
The plant will treat 200 tons of crude
ore daily by mechanical separation,
water concentration, cyaniding and ofl
concentration of slimes. The plan of
construction provides for the doubling
of the capacity of the works at short
notice, and this will make thé mill the
largest concentrating and cyaniding
plant in Canada and one of the most
up-to-date in the world.

At the Le Roi Two concentrator the
January test run is proceeding. It is
now likely that the test will be ex-
tended over February, owing to the un-
avoidable interruptions occurring dur-
ing the early part of the present month.
During the week ‘additional shipments
of concentrates were made, the product
being sent to the Greenwood smelter.

The announcement that the Velvet-
Portland amalgamation has been com-
pleted will be received with satisfac-
tion locally, inasmuch as it has been
intimated that the-step just concluded
was preliminary to a resumption of
activity. The prospect of from fifty
to. one hundred men being employed
in mining and construction at an early
date on Sophie mountain mines makes
it more desirable than before that no
time be lost in securing the commence-
ment of work on the Rossland-Velvet
