STAGGERING BLOW
10 THE LIBERALS

continental Railway
Commission.

OTTAWA, Feb, 16.—The Govern-
ment has not yet considered any ac-
tion, if such is possible, upon the re-
port of the Transcontinental Railway
Commission investigation. The re-
port is now in the hands of the prin-
ter, and in a few days willi be ready
for general distribution. Doubtless
it will be given the widest circulation
as affording concrete and detailed ex-
amples of the waste and extrava-
gance, as well as the numerous sus-
picious circumstances characterizing
the whole undertaking.

The contracts were .so wide open,
so to speak, while as to what was
done under or outside of them was
always authorized by the commission
vested with proper powers in thz
premises, that it may be impossible
to do anything. The report, how-
ever, has emphasized and justified
what has long been nauticipated, and
places the responsibility squarely
where it belongs. An examination of
the evidence or exhibits would fully
justify the investigating commission
in the conclusions which it has reach-
ed.

The rumor has been current the
past few days that realizing the ef-
fect upon the country the Liberal
Senate may attempt to counter-blast
enquiry of its own by way of at-
tempting to neutralize the exposures
of the commission’s report. The fut-
ility of this is demonstrated when it
is considered that the enquiry just
concluded mainly out on the work
itself where'the conditions were seen
first hand. No committee sitting at
Ottawa could possibly attempt to
cover a fraction of the investigation

Sir Trederick Taylor, manager of
the London branch of the Bank of
Montreal, gives a comprehensive our-
line of the present nwonetary situz-
tion as viewed from the Britisn
standpoint. While in Montreal, Sir
Frederick said:

“All borrewers throughout the
world that depend on the London
market for their financial require-
ments have of late found, aad are

now finding it not only wise, but im-
perative to restrict the size of their
flotation to the smallest extent pos-
sible and also to limit their commit-
ments to essential expenditures.
“Farthermore, owing to the money
criisis, ‘which,-by the way, is still in

f{progress, the terms to business bor-

rowers have been on a steadily
risiny scale, and far more onerous
than for many years past..

“These remarks apply to Canada
with tivis addition, that the reception
accorc¢ed Canadian securities in Lon-
don for several years past has van-
ished, and although our credit—I am
speaking generally—continues good,
and the Dominion as a whole will
doubtless be able to continue to bor-
row in London, it will be with fless
ease, and consequently in smaller
volum2 than in the past, besides
which all offerings will be subject to
careful scrutiny.
