SUFFOCATED.

Es:a22 of Gas at Waterbary, Conn.
Caused the Tragedy. -

Eight Men and Two Wemen Also
Found Unconscious.

Réscued by Police and Passerby
Who Gave the Alarm.

Waterbury, Cons., Oct. 12.—Illumin-
ating gas, leaking into sleeping rooms
in an Itslian boarding house, oa
Bank street, kept by Guiseppi San-
tora, claimed four young Italian men
for ite victims early.to-day, and but
for Antonio Demarco, who passed by
the house on his way home, the dead
might have been more than twice
that number. Besides the dead, eight
men and two women were found
either wnconscious or partly so from
the gas fumes which they had been
breathing, when the police, whom
Demarco had called, entered the
house.

One of the women is the wife of the
proprietor. All of those still livmﬁ
were taken outside by the police an
medical aid was summoned. Four of
the affected persons quickly recovered
sufficiently to go to the homes of
friends, but the others only slowly
responded to the doctors’ efforts. The
wife of the proprietor is still in a
hospital.

Demarco told the police that his at-
tention was attracted to the house
by moans end groanin, ,which he
heard issuing from it. Thinking that
something was wrong he summoned
two policemen, with whom he went
to the place, which is a three storey
building. As the men approached
the house the odor of gas became in-
creasingly strong and when they at-
tempted to go inside they found it
impossible to do so wuatil they had al-
lowed the doors to stand wide open
for a while. On entering they found
in a room on the first floor two men
dead in bed, a third man in another
bed and a fourth on the floor, his pos-
ition indicating, apparently, that he
had tried to reach a window.

The medical examiner and the dep-
uty coroner were notified and at once
began an investigation.

A LONG FIGHT. -

Case Heard by Fourteen Judges
and Not Yet Settled.

Windsor, (Despatch).—A decision of
the Supreme Court in favor of the de-
fendant in the case of Drulard against
Welsh closes another chapter in & law-
suit which came up first in the Sand-
wich Assizes three years ago. The dis-
pute was over the boundary line be-
tween two pieces of property on Jan-
nette avenue owned by Mrs. Catharine

’elsh and R. M. Drulard, and the own-
ership of a very marrow strip of land.
When the case first came up Drulard
obtained $5 damages. Since then it has
been carried from one court to another
in appeals. Fourteen judges have heard
it in all, eight deciding for the defend-
ant and six for the plaintiff. Mrs.
Welsh died about a year ago while the
case waa still before the Supreme Court,
but the case nevertheless may be car-
ried to the Privy Council in England.

UPSET IN BREAKERS.
