The name of no Nova Scotian is 

more deserving of grateful 
bra nee by the people of this province 
than that of the writer of Ihe above 
words, the late Hon. Joseph Howe. 
His history y familiar to all our read­
ers. Born at Halifax in lé04, and 

having few educational advantages, by 
hie gr nions and industry he made for 
himself a name second to none of Nova 

Beotia’s honored dead.
In 1836, while the business of Hali­

fax was managed by the magistrates, 
who levied the taxes and expended the 
public money as they saw fit, apd when 
neglect, mismanogedient" and corrupt­
ion existed everywhere to the dnsatits 
faction of all save a favored few, 
Joseph Howe came to the rescue as an 
advocate of reform ; and through the 
medium vt the Nova Scotian news­
paper, edited and published by him. 
denounced the magistrates and accused 
them in the strongest ter^ns of robbing 
the city of at least $4,000 annually. 
Fbr this denouncement and publication 
he was prosi cut< d for libel, and so 
utterly hopeless did his case appear 
that he was advised by his lawyers 
that it could not be defended. Not­
withstanding this he refused to settle 
with bis prosecutors and went into 
court and undertook his own defence 
against the arguments of the brilliant 
and eloquent S. G. W. Archibald, then 
Attorney-General, and the charge o< 
the judge. So persuasive aud ingen 
ious was bis address to the jury that 
they brought in a verdict of not 
guilty.

Iu the following year he was elected 
t) the Aesi mbly as member for the 
county of Halifax and was the ac- 
knowh dgid leader of the popular party 
of the Assembly of this province. The 
first tatk undertaken by him aud bis 
colleagues was to open the Council 
doors and to make room for strangi rs. 
This undertaking was accomplished 
soon after, but not until a petition had 
been drawn up by the Assembly and 
fbi warded to the King, setting forth 
the evils in the government, and asking 
lor his majesty's interference. Not 
being satisfied with this victory, he 
continued to urge for responsible gov­
ernment. which was soon after effected. 
Although strongly opposing the passing 
t f the Act of Confederation, by whhh 
this province was joined to the other 
maritime and upper provinces, it was 
through his influence that Nova Scotia 
was able to obtain concessions from the 
Dominion government 'argdy in excess 
of those originally granted by the Brit­
ish North American Act. Iu consider-

The Wyandotte is of the more 
recent origin, and ttt the present day is 
creating an unprecedented craze among 
the poultry fraternity. An old and re­
liable breeder of both these veriotits, 
speaking of the Wyandotte, says s “We 
candidly believe that at 3 or 4 months 
old there is no breed to equal them ; aud 
while there is not the slightest doubt that 
they are equally meritorious at a more 
advanced age, it is a very great point in 
their favor that they mature thus early, 
making the best breed Without any ex­
ception for spring chickens for market.

So the Nationalist ele­
ment has dwindled down to two mem­
bers, Amyot for Bcllechasse, and 
Bergeron for Brauharnois, who arc net 
y t placed as to whom they intend to 
support. Taking the members elect from 
this ttnudpoint, and Laving the two 
seats in King’s and Prince counties, 
P. E. I., and that of St John city as 
they now stand, wo have 120 sup­
porting Sir John ; 83 followers o*

Whatever breed you get, and be sure 
to get the one you like best and that 
meets your requirements, do not fail to 
purchase good specimens of that variety. 
Qumember there is as much difference 
comparatively in thoroughhre I, poultry 
aa there is in any other kind of thorough 
bred stock. Now, no one would think 
of buying a cow, for instance, merely 
because she was registered ; he first care­
fully examines her to ascertain if she 
really is a good beaut ; then, if besides 
being a good animal herself, »he can 
boast of a fir»t-cl«ss pedigree, 
ing to pay a good price for her. Let this 
he your guide in the future in Ihe pur­
chase of poultry. If you are npt able to 
personally inspect the stock before in­
vesting, buy only from reliable breeders 
who make a specialty of the business. 
But do not expect to obtain an A 1, well- 
bred bird for the same price as a mon­
grel ; it costs money to raise good stock 
of any description, aud those who offer 
fine-bred stuck at very low prices, gen­
erally speaking, prove to he the dearest 
in tho end.

Another important point in connection 
with the birds themsplvcs is their age. 
The two chief objects f« r which poultry 
are kept are eggs and dressed fowl», so 
none should be kept hut what are 
profitable in both these lines, 
the second season’s laying a hen has 
passed her period of usefulness as an 
egg producer, but if killed then makes 
very good eating, while if kept to a 
greater age she rapidly declines in value 
both in tegard to eggs and flesh. A 
pullet if hatched early enough will lay 
more eggs the first season than ever 
afterwards, end for this reason, as well 
as its superiority when dressed, I would 
advise everyone, wherever it is possible, 
to-renew their whole (took every y oar.
