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Canada’s Credit.

(Toronto Globe.)

A very valuable table in The
London Economist, the compilation
of which must have taken days of
somebody’s time, is deveted toshow-
ing the decline of the yield to the
investor from first-class securies dur-
ing the last tweaty years. Begin-
ning with consols, it shows thut the
income from £100 hss fallen from
£8 4s 6d in 1869 to £2 183 6d in
1888. The fall in the yield from
other firat-class securities has been
even more than proportionately
great, and it is very satisfactory to
note that the fall has been greatest
of all in the yield fiem Canadian se-
curities. In 1869 £100 of Canadian
Government bonds yielded £5 7s
9d. In 1888;!:100 of Canadian se-
curities yields/only £3 83 6d—a de-
cline of 37 per cent. in the burden
of 8100 of indebtedness upon the
Canadian taxpayer—a beon which
the rapid increase of the debt, how-
ever, has préveated the taxpayer
from enjoying.

C.mpared with other British and
Colonnisl stocks, the advance in the
credit of Canada has bees wmost
marked and gratifying, as the follow-

An
incision was made on his left side
and a section sbout two inches long
was laken from each of five ribs.
