It is impossible to ascertain exactly 

how much the Dominion taxes levied 
upon the people of this Province amount 
to. In 1866 our imports amounted to 
ten million dollars.

and crime. The poor, who are driven by 
want to be guilty of the smaller crimes, 
are handled with due severity, but there 
is a strong feeling amongst business men, 
and especially amongst those who have 
invested the earnings of a long life in 
bank stocks, that the Dominion Parlia­
ment ought to devise stringent laws at 
once to punish dishonest bank directors 
who have unscrupulously plundered their 
shareholders in a cruel and heartless man­
ner, What have we seen in the past ? I 
apeak from a knowledge of facts, as an 
old bank director, of which we have 
abundant evidence. We have seen, in a 
certain case, men of high position who 
happened to be in financial difficulties, 
manage by artifice to get control of a cer­
tain bank board. Such men have gone 
into that bank board as a burglar or high­
wayman does into your residence. Pub­
lic rumors, as recited in two or more of 
our public journals, says that, one 
man, a resident of Toronto, went into a 
certain bank board and induced the cash­
ier, from his great influence, being at the 
top of society, to accept two large drafts 
of a railway company which be knew at 
•the time, and the board all knew at the 
time, would be dishonored, and by which 
that bank lost nearly one million of dol­
lars, half of the capital of the bank, and 
it is well known that the said million of 
dollars went into the pockets of the said 
director and his associates, while he was 
a member of that bank board, that when

He stated that brown 
and bleached shirtings are now manufac- 
tured at 10 per cent, less than they can be 
imported from the United States; that 
Parks & Son sell Knitting cotton at two- 
filth of a cent, per lb. less than the United 
State article; but he was forced to admit 
that in other cases the cost of Canadian 
manufactured goods is greater than that of 
of imported goods of the same class. Next 
year, however, when he expects that there 
would be 400,000 spindles in operation there 
would be no difference in the price of cot­
tons in the United States and Canada. The 
home market and competition might be 
trusted to keep down prices. A number of 
figures were given to show that felt hats, 
woolen caps, woolen clothing, cotton, under­
clothing, carriages, manufactures of iron, 
common furniture and numerous other 
articles were sold cheaper under the present 
tariff than imported goods of the same kind 
were in 1878. He continued that although 
the treasury had benefitted to the extent of 
six million dollars, the consumer had paid 
no more; that the farmer had been benefit­
ed to the extent from 5 to 10 per cent op 
leading articles consumed by him ; that fully 
one half of the duty on coal used in On­
tario had been paid by American coal pro­
ducers; and he said that from conversations 
he had had with leading men in the United 
States he believed before long the United 
States would begin to negotiate for recipro­
city. It would therefore be madness to 
yield one iota ot the vantage ground now 
bald. The Government were not prepared 
to make the slightest change in the coal 
duties. After arguing at some length that
