QUARREL BETWEEN FRANCE AND
RUSSIA,

MArCELLES, Oct.  23. -A nice little qual

rel has arisen between France and Russi:} such

as in the good old n. time might have led tc an
immediate war, and in regard of which the ncws-
papers have observed a discreet silence. It ap-
pears that early in last June a strong Russian
police force, backed by 200 Cossacks, invaded
the dwellings of 63 Freneh tradesmen settled in
Sebastopol, arrzsted and conveyedfthem on board
of 2 Russian vessel (the Balaklava), which trans-
ported them to Odessa, where they were without
resources, and many of them plunged into the
deepest distress. A month befors that occur.
rence the Cosacks had seized four Fronch work-
men and marched them on foot, like felons; to
Simferopol. The reason of this expulsion of so
many respectable persons, and the grounds on
which Russia could justify such a violation of
international 'aw, as well agthe laws of human-
ity, exposing the properity of unoffending French
subjects to plunder and confescation, no one can
teil. The Russian Government is bent on ob-
serving an sbsolute silence and appears 1mper-
vions to all ramonstrance. !

Po:;session of the ground purchased at Val-
atranca. Great activity is displayed in con-
structing the different buildings.  The company
has purchased a vast quantity of timber and other
huilding materials, throngh tbe agency of the
Russian cornsul, at Florence.
