On the first duy of this month the
Dominion of Canada began the
eighteenth year of itsexistence. On
July 1lst, 1867, our Confederation
legally commeunced, uniting the four
original Piovinces to the compact.
Since that time Prince Edward
Island has joined, and the old Hud-
son Bay Torritory has been annexed.
It was expected that great progress
would be made in Canada by thus
uniting all the Provinces from the
Atlantic to the Pacific in one gen-
eral interest. Some sanguine spirits
may not have seen their cxpectations
fully realized, but, on the whole,
there have certainly been good rea
sons for thankfulness at the sub-
stantial progress made. The Mail
publishes some comparative statis-
tics, which tell their own story.
They are probably correct, and they
are well wdtthy of careful considera-
tion. According to these prepared
statistics progress has been made as
tollows :—The area of square miles
of the Dominion at the commence-
ment, in 1867, was 337,043 ; now it
has reached 3,390,000, This is in
consequence of the additions pro-
viously rcferred to. We commenced,
scventeen years ago, with a popula-
tion of, in round numerals, three-
and-a-half millions . now our popu
lation is estimated at about five
millions. The agricultural progress
has been very great. The compara-
tive annual grain product is not
given, but it has increased wonder
fu'ly, and so has the manufacturtng
facilities and products. In 1857 the
total number of head of live stock
was given at 3,712000; now it is
estimated at 8,830,000.

The road be-
tween St. Petersburg and the old Po-
lish capital will be ed by 13-
000 picked men. Whether the Czar
will pick the men out himself the
despatches do not say, but it is mot
to be supposed that he would trust
anyone c’w to do it. Some of theso
selected soldiers will stand at every
erossing, and at every bridge and
station.
