So far as 
the Local Elections are eonkeinefl the 
Sheriffs are not necessarily returning 
officers, snd the matter of their appoint­
ment is therefore clear of politics. The 
on! v objects to he attained is the ap­
pointment of men who will properly 
carry out the ends of justice The ad 
minisiration of justice is under the su­
pervision of the Attorney -General and 
pe should have something to say in the 
selection of a man for the position of 
Sherff. The method which lit is pro­
posed to adopt here has been tried in 
other provinces of the Dominion, an t 
has been found -o work satisfactorily. 
Under'the provisions of the bill it was 
proposed to have the appointments 
made by the (lovernor-in-Council after 
the first Tuesday in June.

Hon. Mr- Gordon thought tt,tt the 
proposed bill mast take some bon. 
members by surprise. This method 
of appointing shetriffs had been tried 
before and the people cried out againstit- 

The sheriffs should by non-partizm.

The administration of jastce under the 
British fltg stands out in bold contrast 
to this. Here our judges never aet as 
part isans or favor one man more than 
another, and weboast of this with pride. 
Bnt this innovation on the Judges and 
the people is very reprehensible The 
Judges are the proper persons to eel ct 
the sheriffs. Will the A tWney General 
charge the precent sheriffs ? Is it the 
tptention to remove Sheriff Melanie 
for not counting him (Shaw) out ? 
Can any charge be make againsi 
Sheriff Strong or Sheriff Horne ? If 
these men ware neglectful of the duties 
of their office then they should be dis­
missed. He thought the Attorney. 
General had a motfve : that gentle­
man wished to became all powerful 
both in politics and in law. Under the 
proposed bill the power of appointing 
the sheriffs is really vested in the At 
torney General, and the selecting of 
j r, ries will thus practically be in his 
hands.

Mr. Arthur Peters, cioso4 a brief 
spsech on the question by saying so 
long as the Liberals were ia power 
they would appoint Liberals to the 
office of sherifl.
