The Norwegian steamer Maaoot, bo and 
for Sunderland, collided with the German 
ship Margretha, twenty milee west of the 
Meaz Llghtahip. The Margretha sank 
almost instantly, twenty of her orew being 
drowned. Six of the orew remaining on 
board were saved. The Mascot returned 
with a big hole in her bow.

The businees of Parliament at Ottawa 
has reached a point at which prorogation 
is being planned. It is understood the 
session will likely be wound up on the 
twenty-fourth of May. After that a num­
ber of the ministers will leave for a short 
holiday. R. L. Borden expects to leave 
for England soon after the close of the 
session.

Norman Lewis has given notice in the 
Dominion House of Commons of a Daylight 
Saving Bill along the lines of the bill now 
before the British House. The bill pro­
vides that Canada will begin in the move­
ment to pat the clock back one hoar in 
summer, thns enabling people to get more 
hours of sunshine during the anmmer 
months.

British naval estimates show an in 
crease of fifteen millions of dollars over 
last year. They Inlly prove the Gov­
ernment's determination to keep pace 
with other naval powers and no halt it 
called in international competition- for 
supremacy in naval armaments.
