The Northwestern, as Usual,
Leads the Procession.
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A GREAT DAY FOR GODERICH.

A Fine Inside Display—Magnificent Stock
ExhiBit—Poultry, Pigs'and Sheep a Fine
Shewlng—The Cowbeys' Perform-
ances 2 Success—The Greatest
Attendance Ever Had at a
Huren Failr.

This year great preparations were put
forward by the directors to make the
Northwestern Fair at Goderich a suc-
cess, and it is sftefactory to know that
the anticipations of the promoters of the
scheme have been realized. Monday
was fair, and during the evening there
was a goodly attendance, principally of
townafolks.

The pony express was one of the extra

THE PICK-UP

of objects from the ground by the cow-
boy, while bis hotse is careering along at
break-neck speed, is something which has
to be seen to be belleved. We asked
Mr Sallivan if he could give an exhibi-
tion when the track was so wet.
‘‘What !” said he, ‘‘why, in my country
when it raine that is the time when we
work. There is but one thing can stop
us, and that is death, Rain has no ef-
fect whatever. Of courss it makes it
dangerous, but we dou’t know what fear
and danger mean.” Seated apon his
little grey mare, Comanchee, a wild,
viclous-looking,  mad-to-go sort of
animal, “Broncho John” is a striking
personality, On his breast he bears a
medal presented to him by the late ex-
President Arthur for opening up and
pioneering the new and dangerous moun-
tainous countries of the Weat ; also a
medal from thie people of New Mexico
for Indian fighting and life-saving, which
is suitably engraved.

One horse, called Old Swayback, is a
mankiller of the most vicious type, and
there is up to date only one man who
hes succeeded in mastering him—*‘Bron-
cho John.” When saddled and bridled,
Bud Ford lesps on Swayback's back,
and then the waltzing is te fast music.
The hollow back of the bucking broncho
takes an up curve like the spinal column
of a belated feline at & midnight orches-
tral exhibition, or like & new pitch on
the sphers by a baseball phenom., and
Bud has & rough and rocky trip down
the track, not unlike the premonitory
symptons of an earthquake. Finally he
gets off his uncasy seat and he does it
carefully, as Old Swayback waxes
wrathy when he finde he cannot throw
the rider, and is willing to kill the man
whom he can’t throw.

FROM WASHINGTON.

The Latest Phase of the U. 8.
Tariff Question.

It wiil Probably met Come Iuto Effoct on
©ct. Ist—Meney Spens Freely at
the Maine KElectioms—
The Bohring Sea
Dispute,
From our regular correspondent.
Wasninaron, Sept. 15, 1890,

There will beno financial panie. So
say the men who ought to know all about
such things. Even if the tariff bill
should ge into effect October 1st, as is
provided as it now stands. Treasury
officials state that not more than $10,-
000,000 will be needed by the im re
to get all of their goods out of the
warehouses, and the lack of that amount,
if it was lacked, which the authorities
deny, certainly could not csuse any
serious money trouble. Besides, promi-
nent men of both political parties
are investigating the matter, and the
opimion is unanimous among them that
the Conference committee will changs
the date on whioh the tariff bill is to ge
into effect, if there is the slightest in-
dication that the date now in it—Qcto-
ber 1—will disarrange the business of the
country. In fact the date is almost cer-
tain to be changed anyway, as it is hard-
ly possible for the bill to be finall
passed, signed by the President, nx
placed in the hands of the Oustoms of-
ficials at every port in the United States
by October 1.
The bill is now in the hands of the
House committee on Ways and Means,
which has decided to resommend non-
conourrence in all of the Senate Amend-
ments. It there is no unexpected delay,
it ought to be before the conference
committee by the middle of the week.
Then a fight will begin over the object-
ionable amendments. The sugar lobby
are bringing all their influence to bear im
favor of the Senate sugar amendment,
and the cordage manufacturers are fight-
ing tooth and toe nail against the reten-
tion of the free binding twine amend-
ment. The Democrats do not seem dis-
posed to obstruct the bill ; they express
themselves as being willing to look on
while the Republicans fight it out amon
themeselves., It is not likely to be mu
of a fight, anyway ; the fighting strength
of this Congress is very nesrly used up.

It is amusing to a I:i’llintonltod party
to hear the charges which Democrats and
Republicans make against each uther of
spending money corruptly in the Maine
election, [Ihe amounts named are per-
fectly ridiculous—more in some instan-
cea than either party has ever had in a
Presidential contest.
The Republican Senators in caucus
have decided to consider the following
measures : Anti-lottery bill ; Repeal of
the timber culture act; KEstablishing
private land clsim courts ; Relief of U.
8. Supreme Court; Eight hour law;
ote. ; Transfer of Revenue marine to
Navy department; Pure food (this is
Senator Paddock’s bill, and the suppo-
sition is that the Senate will pass it as a
substitute for the House compound lard
bill); Indian depredations; National:

merce law to telegraph companies and
bills relating to the District of Columbia.
Itis s big contract, and those that are
not acted upon before the comference
report on the tariff bill is made will not
stand much show of getting through at
this sessien.
