LUCIEN DUBUC, B.A., ADVOCATE.

Mr. Dubuc was born at Winnipeg, 
Nov. 29th, 1877, and is the son of the 
Hon. J. Dubuc, Chief Justice of 
Manitoba. He graduated from Man­
itoba University, of which his father 
was for many years and is still act­
ing as chancellor. Mr. Dubuc studied 
law in Winnipeg and-was called to 
the Bar of Manitoba in June, 1900, 
and shortly afterwards came to Ed­
monton, where he entered the firm of

Beck, Emery A Dubuc, of which he 
was a partner until a year ago, when 
he formed with his brother, Albert 
Dubuc. the legal firm of Dubuc A 
Dubuc. Mr. Dubuc was elected at 
the last provincial election for the 
Peace River district by a large ma- 
jority.but the election was afterwards 
annulled on account of the notice for 
holding some polls not having- reach­
ed the localities in sufficient time.

Washington, D.C., Dec. 12—Com­

petition between Canadian roads and 
those in the Unite States for traffic 
originating on the other side of the 
Atlantic was the chief matter before 
the interstate commerce commission 
today. The Illinois Central had pre­
sented a petition to be allowed to 
change its import rate on less than 
thirty days’ notice, alleging that this 
was necessary to meet the competi­
tion of the Canadian lines. The gist 
of the whole matter seemed to be the 
ownership of two lines of steamboats 
by the Canadian Pacific railroad in 
virtue of which it was claimed that 
they could cut ocean and lake rates 
and get business et a profit while still 
maintaining the published rail tariff. 
Both the Canadian lines had repre­
sentatives present. John W. Loud 
spoke for the Grand Trunk and A. 
H. Harris for the Canadian Pacific 
Both the lines said they were ready 
to submit themselves to the jurisdic­
tion of the interstate commission and 
they were filing their tariffs and 
would not change them without thirty 
days' notice.

FEARS OF ANOTHER WAR

London, Dec. 5—Simultaneously with 
an announcement In some of the Eng­
lish newspapers that some u. ,,, 
Lloyd’s ’underwriters have been injur­
ing against an outbreak of war be 
tween Russia and Japan in lau’l at 
5 guineas per cent., Col. Gaeitke, 
whose articles and correspondence in 
the Berliner Tageblatt during the re­
cent war attracted universal attention, 
writes for that journal a remarkable 
article on the military position in thj 
Far East.

Col. Gaedtke recognizes that the 
time for a renewal of hostilities is not 
yet. He says th-eie are clear signs 
that the air is loaded with electricity 
but the financial condition of both Hue­
rta and Japan will postpone hostilities. 
Russia’s naval strength in that reg.on 
need not be considered. Still, Japan 
intends to have e-ght batt.esnips of 
the Dreadnaught type af.oat within 
eight years, while tr.e continued in­
crease in hsr fighting atiength ashore 
la remarkable. For a time Japan in­
creased her army by only four alv.aor, 
ralszd during ths war. . he now intends 
to Increase it by twenty divisions, grad 
ually forming ten army corps. The 
cavalry also will, be increases. con»i„- 
erably. Machine guns will be attache! 
to every Infantry regirre.it. The ra.l- 
way troops and balloon detachment 
will bo raised, and the fortress art.l- 
lery Increased. The author.tles are 
meditating a reduction of the period of 
mll.tary service from three years to 
two.

Meanwhile Russia’s military posi­
tion In the Far East has been consid­
erably bettered. She had only 88 bat­
talions there before the war, and. now 
has 187, including the European divi­
sion, which remains at Harbin, until 
April 1, when Japan and Russia should 
evacuate Manchuria according to the 
treaty. Altogether, in Vest Sberli, 
Trans-Balkalia, and the Maritime 
Province, Russia has nine divisions cf 
rifles and one of foot, with three re­
serve brigades of foot. The latter are 
twice as strong as they were before 
the war. Thus Russia has 15 Held and 
reserve divislohs, not including the 
force at Harbin, each of 16 battalions, 
totalling 256 battalions, as compared 
with only 136 mobile battalions at the 
beginning of 1994. Her cavalry strength 
is about the same as it was before 
The fortress artillery at Vladivostok 
has been raised to twelve batteries. The 
railway guards number from 20,000 to 
26,000, although Russia’s portion of the 
railway has been reduce!.

Col. Gaedtke thinks that Russia's 
strategic position in the Far East has 
Improved very much. Vladivostok has 
become a very strong fortress. Har-| 
bln, probably strongly fortified, would i 
be beseiged immediately upon the ' 
outbreak of war. Communication with 
European Russia is-now shorter and | 
less liable to,Interruption.
