RUSSIA’S NEW COUNCIL.
PETROGRAD, Jan. 13.

What amounts to an entirely new 
Council of Empire is being created to­
day, the last day of the Russian year, 
by the annual appointment of new 
members. General interest in the se­
lections is intensified by the expectar 
tion that many Russians with Ger­
man names, will no longer serve the 
Empire.

EARTHQUAKE DESTROYS TOWN.
ROME; Jan. 13.

The town of Avizzano was destroy­
ed by earthquake, the dead being es­
timated at 8,000. One thousand per­
sons escaped from the ruins, but 
most of them were injured.

REVOLUTION IN HAYTI.
WASHINGTON, Jan. 13.

New revolutionary troubles in Hay- 
,ti have assumed such proportions, that 
the cruiser Washington now in Hamp­
ton Ro^s, has been ordered to take 
on board 100 marines, in addition to 
her present force of 46, and proceed 
at once to Guacanabo Bay, on the 
South Coast of Cuba, within easy 
reach of Hayti,

one place northeast of Naples. All the 
glass in the observatory at Mount 
Vesuvius wa« bro.ken. So violent was 
the shock in Rome, that the dome of 
the church of St. Charles Catinai, 
cracked, and a large piece of the cor­
nice of the Jesuit Church of St. Igna­
tius broke and fell with a crash, 
which added greatly to the fright of 
the people in the neighborhood. The 
ceilings of many houses fell, a num­
ber of persons being injured in this 
manner. The Colonial Statue at the 
BasîTïca, Lateran, which occupied a 
position visible from many parts of 
Rome, fell and was shattered on the 
steps- of the edifice. Several street 
car lines have suspended operations 
because of the damages.caused by the 
earthquake. As the day wore on de­
tails began to arrive at the capital, 
and it was apparent that the disturb­
ances iij the provinces of Rome and 
Abruzzi had been greater than at first 
believed, and that it also had1 been felt 
severely in the region around Naples; 
At Monte Rotonde three persons were 
killed and two wounded. At Saragolo 
the dome of a church fell. At Fall- 
ano part of the Cathedral was wreck­
ed. At Veroli two were killed and 
two injured. At Tioli one was killed. 
At Pereto five houses collapsed. At 
Poggio Native one was killed and sev­
eral injured. Thus far it has been 
impossible to communicate with the 
ancient fortified city of Aquila in 
Abruzzi, owing to the interruption of 
the telegraph service. It is reported 
however, that several villages are de­
stroyed in the vicinity. At Tarre Ca- 
jetani, about 37 miles east of Rome, 
the entire village was almost destroy­
ed, while at Arnara the municipal 
buildings collapsed. From numerous 
places in the affected regions calls 
for doctors and medicine are reaching 
Rome. Pope Benedict was reciting 
thanksgiving after the morning mass 
when the shock occurred. The Pon­
tiff retained his composure, and gave 
orders immediately that damage both 
inside and outside of the Vatican be 
ascertained, and requested a report 
whether assistance was required. 
King Victor Emmanuel also ordered 
the Minister of the Interior to furnish 
him with all of the details of the 
earthquake. The King also expressed 
r, desire to visit the damaged cities. 
At the capitol two magnificent candle­
sticks fell broken. At the Palazzo 
del' Drago where Thomas Nelson Page 
the American Ambassador lives, sev­
eral cracks in the building which al­
ready existed, opened wider and the 
plaster fell in several rooms. Glass 
was broken in the embassy office. In 
addition to the statue of St. Paul, the 
column Marcus Aurilius, and the fa­
cade of tire church of St. J-ohn Later­
an was damaged, and the statue of 
our Saviour, which was fifty feet high 
was twisted out of plumb. In the 
Lateran palace, especially the part 
occupied by the museum, the earth­
quake caused cracks of sufficient size 
to permit light from the outside to 
penetrate the building. The hall of 
the chamber of deputies, was likewise 
cracked. Among other edifices damr 
aged were the church of St. Andria 
Fratte and St. .Agatha of the Goths, 
the latter being the oldest church of 
Teutonic origin in Rome. When the 
shock was felt it frightened the pop­
ulate whe rushed Into the churches, 
but: the police ordered them out of 
those, which were1 in danger of col­
lapsing. In all the churches in the 
city, after the shock subsided, special 
prayers were offered for deliverance 
from disaster, It is officially announ­
ced that the centre.,f>Lf the earthquake 
was between Campobasso and Sarno, 
and that it was felt strongly in Per- 
guia and slightly as far north as 
Ferrarau. The town of Pafl is report­
ed to have been half destroyed. In 
Guiliano, two were killed. At the 
meteorological Institute it is said the 
buildings continued to rock or trem­
ble for about thirty seconds after the 
shock censed. The duration of the 
phenomenon was altogether about one 
minute. It was stated It was not be­
lieved that the disturbance extended 
to Sicily. Latest reports places the 
tilled at 12,000 and 20,000 wounded.
