Are They
Really Patriotic ?

Editor Evening Telegram

Dear. Sir,—Would you give me space
in your valuable paper to say a few
words about the Strike at Grand Falls.
In one of your issues a few days ago
I noticed an article put in by the Work-
man’s Committee that talked a Ilot
about patriotism. Well the question is
are the Grand Falls workers so very
patriotic, at least in some respects. In
the first place the Union that is back-
ing them in the strike, and to which
most of them belong, is-an American
and not a"British Union. In other words
they are trying to force &n English
company to see their point of view
with a union that is directed from the
U.S.A. All the workers at Grand Falls
pay high fees to this union the most of
which goes out of the country.

Last year the A.N.D. Co., Ltd., paid
out in wages alone, at Grand Falls,
Millertown, Badger and Botwood at
least $130,000 per month which means
about $1,660,000 for a year. Now if the
strike lasts six months the company
will possibly not be able to get their
wood off the river with the fall floods,
and therefore will not be able to re-
start before the spring. The loss to the
people of this country will therefore
be two thirds of $1,560,000, that is al-
lowing for the wage reduction of one
third. The country will therefore lose
over a million dollars. Can the country
in its present sate of afford this?

As stated by the committtee the
labouring man gets tbout $54 per
month. A certain persen (a married
man with family) told me that he had
lived at Grand Falls about & year and
a half ago, when prices were just as
high if not higher, for less than $54
per month, but as he said he did not in-
dulge in many luxuries. The frouble
in Grand Falls is .that pretty near
everybody there has been living right
up to the “hilt” when times were flush,
and now when depression has come
they feel it keenly. Men here are work-
ing on the 28 cents an hour basis and
I have not heard many complain that
they cannot live on that, so I can see
no reason why the people in Grand
Falls cannot do likewise. If they do
come to some agreement with the
Company it will take them over six
months to catch up what they have
lost already, and by that time another
reduction will be on them, so I do not
see that they have anything to gain
ilnyway. Thanking you in anticipation,

Treacherous Sable Island

The wreck of the champion Glouces-
ter fishing schooner, Esperanto on a
sunken steamer on the shallows of
Sable Island shore, led to the follow-
ing interesting publication in The
Halifax Herald:

Sable Island is an island off Nova
Scotia, Canada, 110 miles Southeast of
Cape Canso, in 43.66’ N, and 60 W. It
is composed-of shifting sands and is
about 20 miles in length by one mile
in breadth, rising in places to a height
of 85 feet.

In the interior is a lake about 10
miles in length. At either end danger-
ous sandbags run out about 17 miles
into the ocean. It has long been known
as “the graveyard of the Atlantic”;
over 200 known wrecks have been
cau'logued, and those unrecorded are
believed greatly to exceed this num-
ber.

The coast is without a harbor and
liable to fogs and storms; irregular
ocean currents, of great strength,
sweep around it snd its color makes

it indistinguishable until close at hand.

Since 1873 an efficlent lighthouse
system and life-saving station -has
been maintained by the Canadian Gov-
ernment, and the danger has ‘ been
much lessened. Since 1904 it has been
connected with the mainland by wire-
less telegraphy. The island is constant-
1y changing in shape, owing to the ac-
tion of the sand and of wind and waves,
and tends to diminish in size. Since
1763 when taken over by Britain, it

has shrunk from 40 miles in length to
20 from 2% in breadth to one, and from
200 feet in height to 85; since 1878
the western lighthouse has thrice been
removed eastward. .

As this makes navigation still more
dangerous the Canadian Government
has planted thousands of trees =nd
quantities of- root-binding grass, and
the work of destruction has been some-
what stayed. Wild frutts grow plenti-
fully 'during the summer, and cranber-
ries are exported. Wild ducks, gulls,
and other birds nest in large numbers
and a native breed of ponies has long
flourished.

Sable-Isiand, estimated as being
then over 100 miles in length, was
known to the early navigators usder
the name of Santa Cruz. Early in the
16th century horses ‘were left omn its
shores by the Portuguese, and the na-
tive ponies, supposed to be their des-
cendants, are still exported. In 1§98 a
band of convicts were left by the Mar-
quis de'la Roche, but in 1603 the sur-
vivors were restored to France.
